ORDER DETERMINING WHISTLEBLOWER AWARD CLAIM

The Claims Review Staff (“CRS”) issued a Preliminary Determination recommending that

Redacted (“Claimant”) receive a whistleblower award of more than $400,000 which

represents Redacted percent (m %) of the monetary sanctions collected, or to be collected, in
the above-referenced Covered Action (the “Covered Action”). Claimant provided written notice

of Claimant’s decision not to contest the Preliminary Determination.

The recommendation of the CRS is adopted. The record demonstrates that Claimant
voluntarily provided original information to the Commission that led to the successful
enforcement of the Covered Action.

In determining the amount of award for Claimant, the Commission considered the
following factors set forth in Rule 21F-6 of the Exchange Act as they apply to the facts and
circumstances of Claimant’s application: (i) the significance of information provided to the
Commission; (ii) the assistance provided in the Covered Action; (iii) the law enforcement interest in
deterring violations by granting awards; (iv) participation in internal compliance systems;
(v) culpability; (vi) unreasonable reporting delay; and (vii) interference with internal compliance

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and reporting systems.? In setting the award percentage at Redacted percent (m %), the

Commission considered that Claimant alerted Commission staff to the conduct, prompting the
opening of the investigation, and thereafter provided significant additional information and
assistance during the course of the investigation, including communicating with Commission staff
multiple times and providing helpful documents. The Commission also considered, however, that
Claimant had some involvement in two of the transactions that were charged by the Commission in
the Covered Action.

Accordingly, it is hereby ORDERED that Claimant shall receive an award of Redacted
percent (" %) of the monetary sanctions collected or to be collected in the Covered Action.
