1. We note your response to comment 6 of our letter dated January 25, 2013 that your assets 

will be “initially” allocated to at least 90% Agency RMBS.  You disclose on the cover 

page that you will have a “significant emphasis” on Agency assets.  On page 58, you 

indicate that acquisitions will be based on market conditions.  Please revise to clarify 

your investment objectives.  Will you attempt to maximize returns within the framework 

of operating as an Agency mortgage REIT or will you focus on maximizing risk adjusted 

yield regardless of asset class?  We may have further comment.

2. We note your response to comment 4.  Please revise your disclosure here and elsewhere, 

as applicable, to briefly quantify the “declines in value” referenced.

3. Despite your deletion of the asset surveillance subsection in response to comment 9, 

please tell us if management will evaluate external credit ratings associated with non-

Agency assets and/or develop internal ratings for such assets going forward.  If so, please 

tell us if you will disclose the external and/or internal ratings in future Exchange Act 

reports.

5. We note your response to comment seven of our letter dated January 25, 2013 and your 

revised disclosure.  Please further expand your disclosure to discuss the following related 

to the third-party valuations you obtain as previously requested: 

 

 With respect to the multiple valuations you obtain, how you determine the ultimate 

value you use in your financial statements; 

 

 Whether, and if so, how and why, you adjust quotes or prices you obtain from brokers 

and pricing services; 

 

 The procedures you perform to validate the prices you obtain.
