NOTE 1- ORGANIZATION AND NATURE OF BUSINESS

Renck Co Inc the Company is registered
broker/dealer and investment advisor The

Company operates under the provisions of Paragraph k2ii of rule 5c3-3 of the Securities and

Exchange Commission SEC and accordingly is exempt from the remaining provisions of that rule

Essentially the requirements of Paragraph k2ii provide that the Company clears all transactions

on behalf of customers on fully-disclosed basis with clearing broker/dealer and promptly transmits

all customer funds and securities to the clearing broker/dealer The clearing broker/dealer carries all

of the accounts of the customers and maintains and preserves all related books and records as are

customarily kept by clearing broker/dealer Also the Company provides advisory services to

individuals and research services to institutional investors The Company an Illinois corporation is

wholly-owned subsidiary of R.L Renck Holdings Inc

NOTE 2- SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles

requires the Companys management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported

amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the

financial statements and the reported amounts of revenue and expenses during the reporting period

Actual results could differ from those estimates

Revenue Recognition

Securities transactions and related income and expenses are recorded on the books on trade date

basis Advisory and research fees are recognized on monthly basis as earned

$5000 or 2/3% of aggregate indebtedness whichever is greater as these terms are defined

At January 31 2009 the Company had net capital of $10643 which was $5643 in excess of the

requirement of $5000 The Companys net capital ratio was 3.93 to

NOTE 9- FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS WITH OFF-BALANCE SHEET CREDIT RISK

As securities broker the Company is engaged in buying and selling securities for diverse group of

institutional and individual investors The Companys transactions are collateralized and are executed

with and on behalf of banks brokers and dealers and other financial institutions The Company

introduces these transactions for clearance to another broker/dealer on fully-disclosed basis

The Companys exposure to credit risk associated with non-performance of customers in fulfilling

their contractual obligations pursuant to securities transactions can be directly impacted by volatile

trading markets which may impair customers ability to satisfy their obligations to the Company and

the Companys ability to liquidate the collateral at an amount equal to the original contracted amount

The agreement between the Company and its clearing brokers provides that the Company is obligated

to assume any exposure related to such non-performance by its customers The Company seeks to

control the aforementioned risks by requiring customers to maintain margin collateral in compliance
