name to JSP Securities LLC D/B/A Atlantic Capital Securities JSP JSP was licensed to operate in

six states It operates in multiple states primarily through independent representatives

Subsequent events were evaluated through February 25 2011 which is the date the financial statements

were available to be issued

Revenue recognition

The Company recognizes revenue from securities transactions on trade-date basis

Basis of Presentation

Commissions Receivable

Commissions receivable represent December commissions received in January and do not require an

allowance for uncollectible amounts

Income taxes

The Company is classified as partnership for federal income tax purposes Accordingly no provision for

income taxes is made in the financial statements of the Company Taxable income or loss is reported in

the income tax return of its member

Personal assets and liabifities of the member
In accordance with the generally accepted method of presenting limited liability company financial

statements the financial statements do not include the personal assets and liabilities of the member

including its obligation for income taxes on its distributive share of net income of the Company or its rights

to refunds on its net loss nor any provision for income tax expense or an income tax refund The member

does not have any personal liability for any obligations of the Company

net capital as defmed of $202943 which was $152943 in excess of its required net capital and its ratio of
