(1) Nature of business and significant accounting policies

Nature of business — The Company is a broker-dealer registered with the
SEC and is a member of FINRA. The Company acts as an introducing
broker and dealer in securities primarily consisting of stocks, bonds, and
mutual funds. It clears all transactions with and for customers on a fully
disclosed basis with a clearing broker or dealer, who carries all the
customer accounts and maintains the records pertaining thereto. The
Company’s customers consist primarily of individuals located in the
Washington, D.C. metropolitan area. '

A Summary of the Company’s si nificant accounting policies follows:
Use of estimates — The preparation of financial statements in conformity
with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of
America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that
affect certain amounts and disclosures. Accordingly, actual results could
differ from those estimates.

Investment securities — Investment securities valued using level 2 inputs
that are based one or more quoted prices in markets that are not active.
Changes in this fair value are recognized currently as unrealized gains or
losses and included in the statement of operations under the caption
“Gains on investments”.

Income recognition - Commission revenue is recognized when it is
received by the Company, based on security transactions recorded on their
trade date.

Income taxes — The Company, with the consent of its shareholder, has
elected under the Internal Revenue Code to be an S Corporation. In lieu of
corporate income taxes, the shareholder of the S Corporation is taxed on
his share of the Company’s taxable income. Therefore, no provision or
liability for federal or state income taxes has been included in the financial
statements.

Cash and cash equivalents - For purposes of reporting the statement of
cash flows, the Company includes only demand deposit accounts as cash
on the accompanying statement of financial condition.

Fair_value measurement and hierarchy - ASC Topic 820 establishes a
hierarchal disclosure framework which prioritizes and ranks the level of
market price observability used in Mmeasuring assets and liabilities at fair
value. Market price observability is affected by a number of factors,
including the type of investment, the characteristics specific to the
investment and the state of the marketplace including the existence and
transparency of transactions between market participants.

ASC Topic 820 establishes a three-level valuation hierarchy for inputs used
in measuring fair value that maximizes the use of observable inputs and
minimizes the use of unobservable inputs by requiring that the most
observable inputs be used when available.

Net capital requirements

The Company is subject to the Securities and Exchange Commission’s
uniform net capital rule (Rule 15¢3-1), which requires the maintenance of a
minimum amount of net capital and requires that the ratio of aggregate
indebtedness to net capital, both as defined, shall not exceed 15-to-1. The
rule also provides that equity capital may not be withdrawn or cash
dividends paid if the resulting net capital ratio would exceed 10-to-1. At
December 31, 2010, the Company had net capital and net capital
requirements of $66,318 and $50,000, respectively. The Company’s ratio of
aggregate indebtedness to net capital was .998 to 1 at December 31, 2010.

Financial Instruments

Off-balance-sheet credit risk — In the normal course of business, the
Company’s activities involve the execution and settlement of various
securities transactions. These activities may expose the Company to off-
balance-sheet risk in the event the customer is unable to fulfill its
contracted obligations.

The company’s customer securities activities are transacted on cash
basis.

As a securities broker and dealer, the Company is engaged in various
brokerage activities servicing primarily individual investors. The
Company’s exposure to credit risk associated obligations pursuant to
securities transactions can be directly impacted by volatile trading markets
which may impair the customer’s ability to satisfy their obligations to the
Company.
