The Company licenses software and patents on transactional fee basis for customers trading securities

FINRA compliance and SEC regulations require that broker-dealer be registered when fee based

structures are in place for trading securities on transactional basis The customers of the Company are

primarily proprietary trading firms investment banking firms commercial banks and derivative

exchanges These customers are located in the United States of America Europe Canada Asia and

The Company entered into an expense sharing agreement dated June 23 2008 with TTI whereby TTI

has agreed to be solely responsible for certain general and administrative expenses of the Company and

as such TTI will be paid $2000 per month by the Company for being responsible for such expenses

The related party payment due to TTI related to this agreement of $72000 is recorded on the Companys

statement of financial condition as of December 31 2010
