NOTE 1- ORGANIZATION AND NATURE OF BUSINESS 

SilverMark Partners LLC, (the "Company") was formed effective March 22, 2004 to operate as a 
broker-dealer on an introducing firm basis in accordance with the rules and regulations set forth by 
the Financial Industry Regulatory Authority. It operates as a Tennessee limited liability company 
(LLC). During 2013, the Company changed its legal name from Extension Advisors, LLC to 
SilverMark Partners LLC. 

NOTE 2- SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 

Cash and cash equivalents 

The Company considers all short-term, highly liquid investments with an original maturity date of 
three months or less when purchased to be cash and cash equivalents. The Company maintains its 
cash in financial institutions at balances that at times may exceed federally insured limits. 

Accounts receivable 

The Company considers accounts receivable to be fully collectible; accordingly, no allowance for 
doubtful accounts is required at December 31, 2013. 

Property and equipment 

Property and equipment is recorded at cost. Depreciation is provided in amounts necessary to 
allocate the cost of the assets over their expected useful lives using the straight-line method. 

Income taxes 

The Company is treated as a sole proprietorship for federal income tax purposes and does not incur 
federal income taxes. Instead, its earnings and losses are included in the personal return of the 
member and taxed depending on his personal tax situation. Accordingly, the financial statements do 
not reflect a provision for federal income taxes. The Company is subject to certain state franchise 
and excise taxes. 

The Company follows Financial Accounting Standards Board Accounting Standard Codification 
guidance clarifying the accounting for the recording of uncertain tax positions. The benefits of 
uncertain tax positions are recorded in the financial statements only after determining a more-likely­
than-not probability that the uncertain tax position will withstand challenge, if any, from taxing 
authorities. The tax benefit to be recognized is measured as the largest amount of benefit that is 
greater than fifty percent likely of being realized upon ultimate settlement. The Company has no 
accrued tax penalties or interest in the accompanying financial statements. Tax years that remain 
open for examination include years ended December 31, 2010 through December 31, 2013.

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted 
in the United States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect 
certain reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at 
the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the 
reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates. 

Subsequent events 

The Company evaluated subsequent events through February 10, 2014, when these financial 
statements were available to be issued. Management is not aware of any significant events that 
occurred subsequent to the statement of financial position date but prior to the filing of this report 
that would have a material impact on the financial statements.
