Note 1 Business

Principal Business Activity

Arive Capital Markets, LLC (the "Company") is a broker-dealer registered with
the Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC) and is a member of the
Financial Industry Regulatory Authority (FINRA). The Company is engaged in
the business of buying and selling securities on behalf of customers. The
Company does not carry securities accounts for customers or perform custodial
functions relating to customer securities and, accordingly, is exempt from
SEC Rule 15c3-3. The company maintains a piggyback clearing agreement with
Alexander Capital LP ("ACLP"). All securities transactions are ultimately cleared
through correspondent clearing brokers RBC Capital Markets ("RBC")or COR
Clearing ("COR") on a fully disclosed basis.

Note2 Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

Agreement with Clearing Brokers

The Company under Rule 15c3-3(k)(2)(ii) is exempt from preparing a reserve
formula computation and possession or control requirements of Rule 15c3-3 of
the Securities and Exchange Commission. The Company does not carry or clear
customer accounts. Accordingly, all customer transactions are executed and
cleared on behalf of the Company by its ultimate clearing brokers on a fully
disclosed basis.

Goodwill

The Company evaluates goodwill on an annual basis or more frequently if
management believes indicators of impairment exist. Such indicators could.
include, but are not limited to (1) a significant adverse change in legal factors or in
business climate, (2) unanticipated competition, or (3) an adverse action or
assessment by a regulator. The Company's evaluation of goodwill completed as of
December 31, 2017, resulted in no impairment losses.

The Company is organized as a Lirnited Liability Corporation. In lieuof corporate
income taxes, the shareholder is taxed on the Company'staxable income.
Therefore, no liability for incometaxes is presented in these financial statements,

income tax retums for the year ended 2016 have not beenexamined by the
applicable federal and state tax authorities.The Companyhas not yet filed its
income tax retumsfor the year ended December31, 2017.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of the financial statements in conformitywith accounting
principles generallyaccepted in the United Statesof America requires Company
managementto make estimatesand assumptionsthat affect the reported
amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingentassets and liabilities
at the date of the financial statements and the reported amountaof revenuesand
expenses during the reporting period. Actual results could differ from those
estimates.

Note 3 Deposit with Clearing Organization

The Company clears certain of its customer transactions through another broker-
dealerwhich in turn introduces thosetrades to majorcorrespondentclearing
firms on a fully disclosed basis.The Company eamscomrnissionrevenuefrom
its clearing broker for customer transactions. Commissions areeamed on
settlementdateor tradedateand recordedas a receivablebythe Company.
The receivable is generallypaid within 10days of month-end.The Companyis
requiredto maintaina minimum$25,000deposit with one organization to
codateralize certain transactions.



Note 4 Operating Lease

The Company has entered into agreements with its branch office representatives
where each office is responsiblefor rent and office equipment Total main office
rent expensefor the year ended December 31,2017, was $79,000.

Note 5 Concentrationof Credit Risk

Financial instruments that subject the Companyto possible credit risk consist
principallyof accountsreceivable,which are unsecured.Accountsreceivableare
statedat the amountthe Company expects to collect Noallowance for doubtful
accounts is deemed necessaryatDecember31,2017,and the Company has
not experienced any losses from such accounts.

Cash

The Company maintains its cash balances at multiple financial institutions. At
times,. the amount on deposit at these institutions may exceed the maximum
balance insuredby the Federal Deposit insurance Corporation("FDIC").

. Note 6 Net Capital Requirements

Pursuant to the net capital provisions of Rule 15c3-1 of the Securities and
Exchange Act of 1934, the Company is required to maintain a minimumnet
capital, as defined under such provisions.Net capital and the relatednet capital
ratio may fluctuate ona daily basis. At December 31, 2017, the Company had
netcapitalof $62,633and a netcapital requirement of $9,205.

Note7 Subordinated Debt

On December 5e2013, membersof AriveCapital Holdings LLC loaned$100,001
to the Company for workingcapitaLThe loans matureon December5, 20f8.
The interestrate is stated on each agreementat 8.26%and ispayable at the
maturitydateor earlierat the discretion of the Company.Thisdebt is
subordinatedto airother creditors ofthe Company.

In August 2016, three subordinated lenders of Arive Capital Holdings LLC
forgave their loans which comprised a total of $35,001. Consequently, $65,000
of subordinated loans remain,

Note 8 Related Party Transactions

Through partial commonalityof ownership, ACM has two related parties. ACM
clears its securities transactions into RSC and COR through ACLP. ACM
remitted approximately $60,000 in admihistrativefees to ACLP. Nesa
Management ownsACLP LibertyViewHoldings owns 753 percent of the
company.Nesa and LibertyViewaresubstantially owned by the same
individuals.

Handling fees eamedby the companyvia introducingbusiness ínto
correspondent clearingfirms compriseOther income.

Note 10 Possessionor Control Requirements

The Companydoes not have any possessionor control of customer funds or
securities.There were no material inadequaciesin the proceduresfollowed in
adhering to the exemptiveprovisions of SEC Rule 15c3-3(k)(2)(ii) by promptly
transmitting all customer funds and securities to the clearing broker who carries
the customeraccounts.

Note 11 Management'sPlan

For the fiscal yearsending December31, 2016, 2015 and 2014the company had
net losses of $6,407,.$136,143and $127,714 respectively. In 2017, company
revenuessubstantiallyincreased and the companyearned a net profit.
