NOTE 1: ORGANIZATION AND SUMMARY OFSIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

A summary of the Company's significant accounting policies consistently applied in the preparation of the
accompanying financial statements are as follows:

a. Nature of Operations- The Company is a referring broker-dealer in securities registered with the Securities

and Exchange Commission and is a member of the FinancialIndustry Regulatory Authority. As a referring
broker dealer, the Company executes securities transactions but does not carry securities accounts for

customers or perform custodial functions related to customer accounts.The Company therefore claims an
exemption from SECRule 1Sc3-3 under Section (k)(2)(i) and (k)(2)(ii).

b. Cash and Cash Equivalents- The Company considers money market funds and deposits with clearing

organization to be cashequivalents. Cash equivaient funds not coveredby depository insuranceamounted
to $0 at December 31, 2019.

c. Revenue Recognition-The Firm earns wealth management and investment brokerage fees from its contracts
with customers to manage assets for investment, and or to transact on their accounts. These fees areprimarily

earned over time asthe Firm provides the contracted quarterly services and are generally assessedbasedon
an agreed upon rate of the market value of the assets under management. Fees that are transaction basedare

recognized at the point in time that the transaction is executed.

In May 2014, FASBissued ASU 2014-09, "Revenue from Contracts and Customers: Topic 606" which supersedes
nearly all existing revenue recognition guidance under generally accepted accounting principles.The Firm's
revenue recognition policy conforms with this pronouncement by recognizing revenue in accordance with the

five components of the pronouncement:

• Identify the contract with the customer
• Identify the performance obligation

• Determine the transaction price

• Allocate the transaction price to the performance obligation

• Recognize the revenue when the performance obligation is met

d. Marketable Investments- Marketable investments consist of mutual funds which include marketable equity
securities, bonds and cash.The Company accounts for its marketable investments as"trading securities"which

are measured at fair value in the statement of financial condition. When quoted market prices are not available
other methods are utilized to estimate fair valueas described in Note 6. Investment income (including realized

and unrealized gains and losses on investments, interest and dividends) are reported as increases and
decreased in the statement of income and members' equity.

e. Receivables from Clearing Organizations- The allowance for doubtful accounts is established aslossesare

estimated to have occurred through a provision for bad debts charged to earnings. Losses are charged

against the allowance when management believes the uncollectibility of a receivable is confirmed.

Subsequent recoveries, if any, are credited to the allowance. The allowance for doubtful accounts is
evaluated on a regular basis by management and is based on historical experience and specifically identified

questionable receivables. The evaluation is inherently subjective as it requires estimates that are susceptible

to significant revision as more information becomes available.At December 31, 2019, no allowance for

future bad debts has been established as it is management's opinion that losses, if incurred, would not

materially affect the financialstatements.

f. Use of Estimates-The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally
accepted in the United States of America requires the Company's management to make estimates and

Midwestern 96%9%R40R%% #fl@MBRIE(!;eported amounts and disclosures.

g. Property and Equipment- Property and equipment, consisting of furniture, equipment, and leasehold

improvements,are carriedat cost, lessaccumulated depreciation.Depreciation is computed by the straight-

line and accelerated methods over useful lives of five to fifteen years.

h. Income Taxes- The Company became an LLCon January 1, 2000, andis taxed asa partnership. The partners

or "members" of the LLC will be taxed on the earnings at the individual level and as a result there is no

provision for income taxes presented in the financial statements. The Company files income tax returns in
the U.S.federal and State of Illinois jurisdictions. With few exceptions, the Company is no longer subject to

U.S.federal, state or local income tax examinations by tax authorities for years before 2012.

NOTE2: DEPOSITSWITH CLEARINGORGANIZATION

Included in cash and cash equivalents, the Company hasa deposit with aclearing organization of $50,000 at December 31,
2019.

NOTE3: RELATEDPARTYTRANSCTIONS

The Company is related to Michael Graham Properties by common ownership. The Company rents office space from
this related party. The leaseis paid on amonth-to-month basis. Rents in 2019 amounted to approximately $6,960 per
month. Pursuant to the lease,the Company also pays 50 percent of all utilities, garbage, custodiai, lawn care, real

estate taxes, repair and maintenance costs, phone bills, and office supplies.Rent expense amounted to $83,500 for the
year ended December 31,2019.

NOTE4: NET CAPITALREQUIREMENTS

The Company is subject to the Securities and Exchange Commission Uniform Net Capitai Rule (SECRule 15c3-l), which

requires the maintenance of minimum net capital and requires that the ratio of aggregate indebtedness to net capital,
both as defined, shall not exceed 15 to 1.At December 31, 2019, the Company had adjusted net capital of $389,966,

which was$339,966 in excess of its required net capital of $50,000.

NOTE 5: RETIREMENTPLAN

The Company has a 401(k)retirement plan which covers employees that meet specificearnings requirements. The
Company matches the employee's contribution up to 4% of his or her compensation for the year. The Company's

contribution expense for the year ended December 31, 2019, was $19,311.

NOTE6: FAIRVALUE MEASUREMENTS

FASBASC820-10, Fair Value Measurements and Disclosures, establishes a framework for measuring fair value. That

framework provides a fair value hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to measure fair value.
The hierarchy gives the highest priority to unadjusted quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities
(ievel 1 measurements) and the lowest priority to measurements involving significant unobservable inputs (level 3

measurements).

Following is a description of the valuation methodologies usedfor assets measured at fair value.There havebeen no
changes in the methodologies used at December 31, 2019, from prior year.

Mutual funds: composed of bonds,debt/equity securities,and other similar instruments and valued daily basedon
a publicly-quoted price in an active market.
