Note 1. Form of Organization and Principal Business Activity

DCF,LLC (the "Company") is a TennesseeLimited Liability Company organized on
November 20,2008 andbegan operations in January 2009. The Company acts as an agent
in mergers and acquisition transactions and arranging debt and equity financing. The
Company also provides general financial advisory services to corporate clients. The
Company, a broker/dealer, became a member of the Financial Regulatory Authority
(FINRA) on June 22, 2009 and is a member of the Securities Investor Protection
Corporation (SIPC).The Company operates as a Capital Acquisition Broker.

Note 2. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

Basis of Accounting The Company accounts for revenue andexpenses on an accrual basis.

Advertising Costs Advertising costs are expensed as incurred. Advertising expense was
$14,466 for the year ended December 31, 2019.

Property and Equipment Computer equipment and software, based on a three-year life,
are stated at cost. Office equipment, based on a five-year life, is stated at cost.
Depreciation is computed using the straight-line method over the estimated useful lives
of the individual assets.Depreciation expense was $1,957for the year ended December
31, 2019.

Income Taxes The Company has elected for income tax purposes to be taxed as a
partnership; therefore, the taxable income or lossesof the Company are passedthrough to
the members. The income taxes are paid by the members; therefore, no provision for or
benefit from income taxes is recorded in the financial statements of the Company. The
Company's partnership returns for 2016, 2017,and 2018 are subject to audit by relevant
state and federal taxing authorities.

The benefit of a tax position is recognized in the financial statements in the period during
which, based on all available evidence, management believes it is more likely than not that

the positionwill be sustainedupon examination,including the resolution of appeals or
litigation processes, if any.Tax positions that meet the more likely-than-not recognition
threshold are measuredas the largestamount of tax benefit that is more than 50% likely of
being realized upon settlement with the applicable taxing authority. As of December 31,
2019 and 2018, the Company has not recognized liabilities for uncertain tax positions or
associated interest andpenalties.

Use of Estimates The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally
acceptedaccounting principles requires managementto make estimatesand assumptions
that affect the reported amounts of assetsand liabilities anddisclosure of contingent assets
and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues
andexpensesduring the reporting period.Actual results could differ from thoseestimates.

Cash Equivalents For the purpose of the statement of cash flows the Company considers
all highly liquid investments with original maturities of less than ninety days to be cash
equivalents.

Receivables Receivablesconsist of receivable balancesfrom affiliates anda valuation client.
All accountbalancesas of December31,2019 are consideredcollectible.

Concentration of Risk The Company received substantially all of its revenue during 2019
from just over ten clients. Except for fees from affiliated registered representatives,
substantially all of the Company's revenue is project basedand is not a recurring source of
revenue.

Uninsured Cash BalancesThe Company as of December 31,2019hadno cashdeposits that
exceeded the $250,000 FDIC insured amount. The Company does occasionally havecash
balancesthat exceed $250,000 and is aware of this exposure and is comfortable in the
financial position of the bank in which the funds are deposited.

Loan to Member The Company as of December 31, 2019 hada $3,960 loan to its member
that will be to be paid back to the Company within 12months.

Revenue Recognition The Company follows the five-step model provided by ASC Topic
606 in order to recognize its revenue in the following manner: 1) identify the contract; 2)
identify the performance obligations of the contract; 3) determine the transaction price of
the contract; 4) allocate the transaction price to the performance obligations; and, 5)
recogmze revenue.

The Company generatesrevenue from M&A Advisory Fees that results in retainers and
success fee revenue, unregistered securities offerings, registered representative fees, and
businessvaluation services.Eachclient is identified by contracts.Revenueis recognized in
the following manners for the revenue generated by the Company.

M&A Advisory Fees The Company typically enters into contracts with clients calling for
nonrefundable retainer fees to be paid at the beginning of the arrangement, anda variable
consideration if a successfee is to be paid out once the merger or acquisition services is
successfully completed. This success fee is typically based on a percentage of the total
considerationof thetransaction,althoughin certaincasesit maybea flat fee.Accordingly,
the Company recognized retainer fees at apoint in time, and success fees are only recognized
if a transaction is finalized.

Unregistered Securities Offerings The Company typically enters into contracts with clients
calling for nonrefundable retainer fees to bepaid at the beginning of the arrangement,anda
variable consideration if a success fee is to be paid out once the private placement of
securities is successfullycompleted. This successfee is typically basedon a percentageof
the total consideration of the transaction, although in certain cases it may be a flat fee.
Accordingly, the Company recognized retainer fees at a point in time, and successfees are
only recognized if a transaction is finalized.

Registered Representative Fees Registered representative fees are billed at the beginning of
each calendar quarter according to contracts signed with each representative.The fee is
earnedover the quarter the fee is billed.

Business Valuation Services Valuations are prepared according to executed engagement
letters.A retainer is collected with the execution of the agreement which represents
approximately 25% of the agreed upon fee.Monthly invoices are prepared representing the
extent to which the valuation is complete. Any remaining balance of the fee is billed at the
delivery of thevaluation report.

The recognition and measurement of revenue is based on the assessment of individual
contract terms. Significant judgement is required to determine whether performance
obligations are satisfied at a point in time or over time; how to allocate transaction prices
where multiple performance obligations are identified; when to recognize revenue based on
the appropriate measure of the Company's progress under the contract; and whether
constraints on variable consideration should be applied due to uncertain future events.

Note 3. Date of Management Review

For the year endedDecember 31,2019, the Company hasevaluated subsequent events for
potential recognition and disclosure through February 19,2020,the date of the financial
statements issuanceand hasdetermined that no event hasoccurredrequiring disclosure.
