NOTE1- ORGANIZATIONANDSUMMARYOFSIGNIFICANTACCOUNTINGPOLICIES

Organization and Business

Ascendiant Securities, LLC (the "Company") was incorporated in the state of Nevada on August 19,
2003 and commenced operations on January 20, 2004. The Company is wholly owned by Ascendiant
Capital Group, LLC ("ACG"or the "Parent"). The Company is registered with the Securities and
Exchange Commission (the "Commission") as a broker-dealer in securities and is a member of the
Financial industry Regulatory Authority, Inc.("FINRA").

15c3-3 Exemption

The Company, under Rule 15c3-3(k)(2)(i), is exempt from both the customer reserve requirement
and the possession and control requirements of Rule 15c3-3 of the Securities and Exchange
Commission. The Company does not carry or clear customer accounts.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted
in the United States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect
the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the
date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the
reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash consists of cash in a bank.The recorded value of cash (and any other financial instruments)
approximates fair value at December 31, 2019. For purposes of the financial statement of cash flows,
the Company considers all highly liquid debt instruments purchased with an original maturity of three
months or less to be cash equivalents. As of December 31, 2019, the Company had no cash
equivalents.

Revenue Recognition

Revenue is recorded upon the close of the related transaction. Revenue associated with the
Company's securities' transactions is recognized on a settlement date basis. Securities owned and

contracts to purchase securities in the future are recorded at market value, and accordingly, any
changesin market value are recognizedin the statement of income. Market value is basedon prices
obtained from active exchanges (established exchanges and "over-the-counter" exchanges) in the
United States.

Income Taxes

All income and losses of the Company are passed through to the Parent and the Parent reports these
on its income tax return. There is no entity level tax for the Company for federal purposes. The state
of California imposes an $800 annual tax and a gross receipts fee based on the total income from all
sources reportable to the state.

NOTE2 - GOINGCONCERN

For the Companyto stay compliant asa public entity, we will haveto comply with numerous financial
reporting and legal requirements, including those pertaining to audits and internal control. Thecosts
of this compliance could be significant. If our revenues are insufficient, and/or we cannot satisfy
many of these costs through the issuance of our shares, we may be unable to satisfy these costs in
the normal course of businessthat would result in our being unable to continue as a going concern.

NOTE3 - NETCAPITAL

Pursuant to the net capital provisions of Rule 15c3-1 of the Securities ExchangeAct of 1934, the
Company is required to maintain a minimum net capital, as defined under such provisions. At
December31, 2019, the Company had net capital of $12,763and net capital requirement of $5,000.
The Company's net capital ratio (aggregate indebtedness to net capital) was 0.79 to 1. According to
Rule 15c3-1, the Company's net capital ratio shall not exceed 15 to 1.

NOTE4 - COMMITMENTS AND RELATEDPARTYTRANSACTIONS

The Company may be obligated to pay management fees to ACG for general and administrative
support provided to the Company. However, ACGdetermined that for the year ended December 31,
2019 suchfee would not bedue by the Company due to the lack of activity in the Company until such
time as the Company recommences business.

NOTE 5 - FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS,OFF-BAL.ANCESHEETRISKSAND UNCERTAINTIES

The Company's financial instruments, including deposits, accounts payable and accrued expenses
and income taxes and penalties payable,are carried at amounts that approximate fair value, due to
the short-term nature of the instruments.

During the normal course of business, the Company may make certain indemnities and

guarantees under which it may be required to make payments in relation to certain
transactions. These indemnities may include certain agreements with the Company'sofficers,
under which the Company may be required to indemnify such persons for liabilities arising out
of their current relationship. The duration of these indemnities and guarantees may vary.
Historically, the Company hasnot been obligated to makeany payments for any such obligation
and as of December 31, 2019 there are no known liabilities required to be recorded for
indemnities and guarantees in the accompanying financial statements.

At times, the Company may maintain cash balancesin excessof the FDIC limit of $250,000. At
December31, 2019, the Company did not have a cash balance that was in excessof the FDIC
limit.
