NOTE 1 - ORGANIZATION

Xnergy Financial, LLC (a wholly owned subsidiary of Xnergy, LLC)("the Company") is registered
as a broker and dealer in securities pursuant to Section 15(b) of the Securities and Exchange Act of
1934.The Company'sprimary focus is on raising capital for emerging businesses.

Xnergy Financial Corporation was formed in November 2006 in the State of California. At the end
of 2008 the assets and liabilities of Xnergy Financial Corporation were transferred to Xnergy
Financial, LLC aspart of a conversion(the "Conversion") of Xnergy Financial Corporation into a
Limited Liability Company.Before the Conversion,Xnergy FinancialCorporationwas 100%owned
by Xnergy, LLC. Xnergy Financial,LLC was 100%owned by Xnergy, LLC.

OnJuly 19,2019,Xnergy, LLC entered into an agreement with Primior Capital, LLC to sell 50% of
Xnergy Financial, LLC in a two step transaction. On July 19, 2019 Xnergy sold 24.5% Of Xnergy
Financial with the remaining 25.5%sold upon FINRA's approval of Primior's investment. During
November 2019, FINRA approved Primior's ownership and the remaining 25.5% was sold to
Primior. Therefore as of November 19, 2019, Xnergy Financial LLC was owned 50% by Xnergy
LLC and 50% by Primior Capital LLC.

NOTE 2 - SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of accounting

The Company'spolicy is to usethe accrual methodof accounting andto prepareandpresentthe
financial statements in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States
of America. These financial statements cover the year ended June 30, 2020.

Useof Estimates

Thepreparationof financial statementsin conformity with generallyacceptedaccountingprinciples
requiresmanagement to makeestimates and assumptionsthat affect the reportedamountsof assets
and liabilities and disclosures of contingent assetsand liabilities at the date of the financial statements
and the reported amounts of revenues and expensesduring the reporting period. Actual results may
differ from these estimates.

In accordance with GAAP, fair value is defined as the price that would be received to sell an asset

or paid to transfer a liability (i.e.,the "exit price") in an orderly transaction between market
participants at the measurement date.

In determining fair value, the Companyusesvariousvaluation approaches.In accordancewith
GAAP, a fair value hierarchy for inputs is used in measuring fair value that maximizes the use of
observable inputs and minimizes the use of unobservable inputs by requiring that the most
observable inputs be used when available.Observable inputs are those that market participants
would use in pricing the assetor liability based on market data obtained from sources independent
of the Company.Unobservable inputs reflect the Company'sassumptions about the inputs market

participantswould use in pricing the assetor liability developed based on the best information
availablein the circumstances.The fair value hierarchyis:

Level 1- Valuations basedon unadjustedquotedprices in active marketsfor identical assetsor
liabilities that the Companyhasthe ability to access.Valuation adjustments and block discounts are
not applied to Level 1 securities. Since valuations are based on quoted prices that are readily and
regularly available in an active market, valuation of these securities does not entail a significant
degree of judgment.

Because of the
inherentuncertainty of valuation, thoseestimatedvaluesmaybe materially higher or lower than the
values that would have been used had a ready market for the securities existed.

for securities categorized in Level 3. In certain cases,the inputs used to measure fair value may fall
into different levels of the fair value hierarchy. In such cases, for disclosure purposes, the level in
the fair value hierarchy within which the fair value measurement in its entirety falls, is determined
based on the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement.

Fairvalue is a market-based measureconsideredfrom the perspectiveof a market participant rather

than an entity-specific measure.Therefore,evenwhen marketassumptionsarenot readily
available,the Company'sown assumptions are set to reflect those that market participants would
use in pricing the asset or liability at the measurement date.The Company uses prices and inputs
that are current asof the measurement date,including periodsof marketdislocation.In periodsof
market dislocation, the observability of prices and inputs may be reduced for many securities. This
condition could cause a security to be reclassified to a lower level within the fair value hierarchy.

Government and Other Regulation

The Company'sbusinessis subjectto significant regulationsby various governmental agenciesand
self-regulatory organizations. Such regulations include,among other things, periodic examinations
by these regulatory bodies to determine whether the Company is conducting and reporting its
operationsin accordancewith the requirementsof these organizations.As a registered broker-dealer,
the Company is subject to the SEC's Net Capital Rule 15c3-1 which requires that the Company
maintainsa minimum net capital, as defined [seenote 5].

Concentrations of risk

TheCompanymaintainsits cashinbankaccountsat high quality financialinstitutions.The balancesattimes,
may exceed federally insured limits of $250,000.However, the Company has incurred no losses on their
accountsandbelievesthat the risk of loss is minimal.At June30,2020,the Companydid not haveany cashin
excess of federally insured limits.

Revenue recognition

The Company adopted Accounting Standards Codification ("ASC")Topic 606, Revenuefrom Contracts with
Customers on July 1,2018, the date the guidance becameeffective for us.The Companyadopted the guidance
using the modified retrospective method (i.e.applied prospectively effective July 1, 2018), which had no
impact on the Company's opening retained earnings. Further, the Company determined that there was no
material impact to the Company's recognition of revenue upon adoption of Topic 606. All revenues are
recordedin accordancewith ASC 606,which is recognized when:(i) a contract with a client hasbeenidentified,

(ii) the performanceobligation(s) in the contract have been identified, (iii) the transaction price has been
determined,(iv) the transaction price hasbeen allocated to each performance obligation in the contract, and (v)
theCompanyhassatisfied the applicableperformanceobligation over time.

We havecompleted the process of evaluating the effect of the adoptionanddeterminedthere were no material
changes required to our reported revenues as a result ofthe adoption. The majority of our revenue arrangements
generally consistof two performanceobligations to provide services (i) compliance andduediligence and(ii)
selling our clients securities. Our fees are allocated to each performance obligation as follows: compliance fee
is earned andrecordedover the due diligence period which is usually lessthan seven days andsuccess fee is
earned upon successful closing of private placement. Based on our evaluation process and review of our
contractswith customers,the timing and amountof revenuerecognizedbasedon ASU 2015-14 is consistent
with our revenue recognition policy under previous guidance.

Income taxes

The Companyis treated as a disregardedentity for federal income tax reporting purposesand,thus
no federal tax expensehas been recorded in the financial statements. The net income of the Company
is passed through to its sole member,Xnergy, LLC, and reported on its tax return. The Company
recognizesand measuresits unrecognizedtax benefits in accordancewith Financial Accounting
StandardsBoard ("FASB") Accounting Standards Codification ("ASC") 740, Income Taxes.This
addressesthe determination of whether tax benefits claimed or expected to be claimed on a tax return
should be recorded in the financial statements. Under FASB ASC 740, the Company assessesthe
likelihood, based on their technical merit, that tax positions will be sustained upon examination based
on the facts, circumstances and information available at the end of each period.

The measurementof unrecognizedtax benefits is adjustedwhen new information is available, or
whenan eventoccurs that requiresa change.As of June30,2020,the Company doesnot have a
liability for unrecognized tax uncertainties.

The Company'spolicy is to record interest and penalties on uncertain tax positions as income tax
expense.As of June 30,2020, the Companyhasno accrued interest or penaltiesrelated to uncertain
tax positions. The Company is subject to routine audits by taxing jurisdictions. However, currently
no audits for any tax periods are in progress.Management believes that the Company is no longer
subject to income tax examination for yearsprior to 2018.

15 to 1,and the Company maintains minimum net capital of $5,000 or 6 and 2/3% of aggregated
indebtedness ($349 at June 30, 2020), whichever is higher.At June 30, 2020 the Company had net
capital of $31,366 in excess of the required minimum net capital and the ratio of aggregate
indebtedness to net capital was 0.1883to 1.
