The call lasted 33 minutes.

On June 30, 2010, at 5:07 p.m. and 5:08 p.m., Bolan’s cell phone called Trader
A’s residential phone line and then Trader A’s cell phone. Each call lasted
approximately 1 minute.

On June 30, 2010, at 6:56 p.m., Trader A’s residential phone line called Bolan’s
cell phone. The call lasted approximately 17 minutes.

On August 13, 2010, at 11:23 a.m., Bolan residential phone line called Trader A’s
residential phone line. The call lasted approximately 11 minutes.
