.220(b). If Respondents fail to timely file answers or otherwise defend the proceeding, they will
be deemed in default, the proceeding will be determined against them, and the registrations of
their securities will be revoked. See OIP at 3, 17 C.F.R. 8§ 201.155(a), .220(f).
