On May 20, 2016, the
Division filed a declaration of service as to Respondent Luve Sports, Inc., establishing that Luve
was served with the OIP by a process server on May 18, 2016, in accordance with Rule of
Practice 141(a)(2)(ii), 17 C.F.R. § 201.141(a)(ii). Respondents’ answers are due by May 31,
2016.
