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Today I held a telephonic prehearing conference in this matter. Timothy
S. McCole appeared for the Division of Enforcement and Alfred C. Teran
appeared for himself. Mr. Teran requested a two-week extension of time to
file his answer, which I granted. His answer is now due by October 24, 2017.
I set the following summary disposition briefing schedule:

November 17, 2017: Motions for summary disposition under 17 C.F.R.
§ 201.250(b) are due; the Division shall file a motion
and Mr. Teran may file his own motion if he desires.

December 8, 2017: Opposition briefs are due.

December 18, 2017: Reply briefs are due.

I will decide whether a hearing is necessary after considering the
summary disposition briefing. If a hearing is necessary, it will be held in or
near Dallas, Texas.
