The Securities and Exchange Commission instituted this proceeding on March 22, 2013.  On 

October 17, 2014, an Initial Decision concluded that George R. Jarkesy, Jr., and John Thomas Capital 

Management Group LLC, d/b/a Patriot28 LLC (JTCM) violated the antifraud provisions of the federal 

securities laws and imposed various sanctions.

Release No. 693, 2014 SEC LEXIS 4162 (A.L.J.) (petitions for review pending).  As required by the 

Commission’s November 30, 2017, remand order that directed the undersigned to reconsider the 

record in this proceeding, she invited Jarkesy, JTCM, and the Division of Enforcement to submit any 

new evidence relevant to her reexamination of the record by January 5, 2018.  See Pending Admin.
