September 6, 2019: Parties to exchange and file witness lists. 

September 13, 2019: Parties to exchange and file exhibit lists and to 

exchange premarked exhibits.  Parties to file 

any stipulations. 

September 27, 2019: Motions in limine and objections to witnesses 

and exhibits are due. 

November 1, 2019: A final telephonic prehearing conference will 

be held at 2 p.m. Eastern. 
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November 12, 2019: The hearing will begin at a location to be 

determined in the Dallas/Fort Worth, Texas, 

area.  The hearing is expected to last three 

days.  My office will secure a hearing location.
