On March 28, 2019, I issued an order denying the Division of
Enforcement’s motion for summary disposition against the only remaining
Respondent in this proceeding, Can-Cal Resources Ltd., and asked the
parties to confer and agree on a date for a hearing to commence before May
28, 2019.

On April 5, 2019, however, the Division moved the Securities and
Exchange Commission to dismiss this proceeding as to Can-Cal. While that
motion is pending, no further action is required. See 17 C.F.R. § 201.111
(granting the administrative law judge “the authority to do all things
necessary and appropriate to discharge his or her duties”); Pending Admin.
Proc., Securities Act of 1933 Release No. 10536, 2018 WL 4003609, at *2 n.7
(Aug. 22, 2018) (permitting the modification for good cause shown of
deadlines for scheduling a hearing and issuing an initial decision).
