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On April 3, 2015, John Cherry III filed an application, pursuant to Section 19(d) of the 

Securities Exchange Act of 1934, for review of FINRA disciplinary action.  On March 3, 2015, 

FINRA barred Cherry from associating with any FINRA member in any capacity, ordered that 

he pay restitution and disgorgement plus prejudgment interest, and ordered that he pay hearing 

costs. 

On June 11, 2015, Cherry filed a request to withdraw his application for review.  It is 

appropriate to grant his request. 

Accordingly, it is ordered that the request by John Cherry III to withdraw his application 

for review is granted and that this review proceeding is dismissed.
