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On May 6, 2016, the Commission issued an order pursuant to Section 12(k) of the 

Securities Exchange Act of 1934 suspending trading in the securities of Striper Energy, Inc. 

(CPCCD) through May 19, 2016.
1
  On May 11, 2016, Striper Energy, Inc. (“Striper”) filed a 

petition for termination of the trading suspension pursuant to Rule of Practice 550.
2
  That same 

day, the Commission requested additional written submissions in accordance with Rule of 

Practice 550(b).
3
  On June 7, 2016, Striper withdrew its petition. 

 

Accordingly, it is ORDERED that Striper's request to withdraw its petition for 

termination of the trading suspension is granted and this proceeding is dismissed.
