Commission Rule of
Practice 250 provides that motions for summary disposition may be made once documents have
been made available to the respondent for inspection and copying pursuant to Rule 230. See 17
C.F.R. §201.250; 17 C.F.R. § 201.230. We assume that has occurred here. If that is not the
case, the parties should notify the Commission and the scheduling order will be modified.
