The Securities and Exchange Commission (Commission) issued an Order Instituting 

Administrative Proceedings (OIP) on June 18, 1014, alleging that the named Respondents have 
securities registered with the Commission and have not filed required periodic reports.  The OIP 
requires that Respondents file an answer within ten days of service of the OIP.  OIP at 4, 17 
C.F.R. § 201.220(b).  As of this date, the Commission’s files do not indicate that each 
Respondent has been served with the OIP.  

 
A hearing is scheduled to begin on July 14, 2014.  The Commission’s Rules of Practice 

require a prehearing conference prior to a hearing.  17 C.F.R. § 201.221(d).  The Division of 
Enforcement has notified my Office that two Respondents have contacted the Division and 
indicated that they are available for a prehearing conference the week of July 28, 2014.

I will default any Respondent 
that does not file an answer, participate in the prehearing conference, or otherwise defend the 
proceeding.
