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ORDER  

  

The parties have requested in a joint motion that the hearing currently scheduled for 

October 22, 2014, be converted to a telephonic prehearing conference on October 8, 2014.  The 

joint motion represents that the parties have conferred in compliance with the September 26, 

2014, order in this proceeding. 

 

The joint motion is GRANTED IN PART, the hearing is postponed, and the parties are 

ORDERED to hold an initial prehearing conference without the hearing officer by October 10, 

2014, to discuss each numbered item in Rule 221(c), 17 C.F.R. § 221(c), including the date by 

which each item will be accomplished.  By October 17, 2014, the parties shall file a joint 

prehearing conference statement, which addresses each numbered item in Rule 221(c), and 

includes proposed due dates where applicable.
