ORDER POSTPONING 

PREHEARING CONFERENCE 

 

  

The Securities and Exchange Commission (Commission) commenced this proceeding on 

September 5, 2014, with an Order Instituting Administrative Proceedings (OIP) pursuant to 

Section 12(j) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 (Exchange Act).  The OIP alleges that 

Respondents each have a class of securities registered with the Commission pursuant to 

Exchange Act Section 12(b) and/or 12(g) and are delinquent in their periodic filings, in violation 

of Exchange Act Section 13(a) and Rules 13a-1 and/or 13a-13.  The proceeding has ended as to 

all Respondents except for Isdera North America, Inc. (Isdera).  See Bethesda C0801, Inc., Initial 

Decision Release No. 687, 2014 SEC LEXIS 3787 (Oct. 7, 2014); Exchange Act Release No. 

73271, 2014 SEC LEXIS 3760 (Oct. 1, 2014).  The Division of Enforcement’s (Division’s) 

declaration regarding service efforts on Isdera, filed today, explains that the Division is 

attempting service on Isdera, located in China, through the Hague Convention of the Service 

Abroad of Judicial and Extrajudicial Documents in Civil or Commercial Matters.   

 

Because service has not yet been effected on Isdera and the Division expects service to 

take a number of months, it is ORDERED that the telephonic prehearing conference scheduled 

for October 24, 2014, is POSTPONED to April 21, 2015, at 11:30 a.m. EDT, if the proceeding 

has not been resolved by then.  See 17 C.F.R. § 201.161.  By April 16, 2015, the Division shall 

file a declaration explaining the status of service efforts as to Isdera.
