Meissner (Meissner) and James Doug Scott (Scott) to show cause by March 13, 2015, why this
proceeding should not be determined against them for failing to timely respond to the Division of
Enforcement’s (Division) Motion for Summary Disposition (Motion). Kenneth C. Meissner,
Admin.

A telephonic prehearing conference was held on March 6, 2015, and was attended by the
Division and pro se Respondents Scott and Meissner. During the conference, Scott and Meissner
responded to my show cause order. | find that they showed good cause as to why they should
not be found in default. As a result, Meissner’s response to the Division’s Motion, submitted on
March 4, 2015, though untimely, is accepted, and Scott shall have additional time, until March
20, 2015, to respond to the Division’s Motion. The Division shall have until March 30, 2015, to
reply to both Meissner’s and Scott’s submissions.
