Settlement Negotiations, in which it also requested leave to file a motion for partial summary 
disposition with respect to the alleged violation by one or more Respondents of Exchange Act 
Section 15(a)(1).  Leave is granted; any such motion is due by May 22, 2015, with any 
opposition and reply due by May 29 and June 5, respectively.
