The Securities and Exchange Commission (Commission) instituted this proceeding with an
Order Instituting Proceedings on July 8, 2014, pursuant to Sections 8A of the Securities Act of
1933, 15(b) and 21C of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, 203(f) and 203(k) of the Investment
Advisers Act of 1940, and 9(b) of the Investment Company Act of 1940, and the hearing is
scheduled to commence on August 31, 2015.> The prehearing schedule calls for the parties to file
any stipulations by June 1, 2015. Lawrence M. LaBine, Admin. Proc. Rulings Release No. 2605,
2015 SEC LEXIS 1618 (A.L.J. Apr. 29, 2015). The parties have jointly requested that the deadline
be extended to June 8, 2015. Consistent with 17 C.F.R. 8 201.161, the brief, one-week, extension
will be granted, and the parties may file stipulations by June 8, 2015.
