The proceeding is a follow-on proceeding based on United States v. Pennington, No. 13-cr-10031
(D. Kan. Jan. 12, 2015), in which Respondent Jason Matthew Pennington (Pennington) was
convicted of wire fraud. The Division of Enforcement has advised that Pennington has signed an
offer of settlement that it expects to receive shortly. Accordingly, consistent with 17 C.F.R. 8§
201.161, the prehearing conference will be postponed and will be held by telephone on
September 25, 2015, at 11:00 a.m. EDT if the proceeding has not been resolved by then.
