The Securities and Exchange Commission instituted this proceeding on September 9, 

2015.  A hearing is scheduled to commence on January 25, 2016. 

 

On December 1, 2015, the Division of Enforcement sent this office a notice and a motion 

for leave to file the notice under seal.  The Division represents that Respondent consents to the 

motion.     

 

Commission Rule of Practice 322 states that “[a] motion for a protective order shall be 

granted only upon a finding that the harm resulting from disclosure would outweigh the benefits 

of disclosure.”  17 C.F.R. § 201.322(b).  The Division’s request is justified, and I find that the 

harm resulting from public disclosure of the notice would outweigh the benefits. 

 

Accordingly, I GRANT the Division’s motion.  Its filing shall be made under seal and 

attach a copy of this order.
