On March 15, 2016, Barrera submitted a motion requesting that he be given seven days to 

file a motion for summary disposition.

  On March 17, the Division submitted a response 

indicating that it does not object to Barrera’s motion for an extension.  In accordance with 17

schedule:

April 8, 2016:   The Division’s opposition is due.
