April 26, 2017:  Parties shall file pre-hearing briefs. 

May 3, 2017:  Parties shall exchange and file written stipulations, if any, and participate in a final 

telephonic prehearing conference at 1:00 p.m. EDT (11:00 a.m. MDT, 10:00 a.m. PDT). 

May 10, 2017:   Hearing to commence in San Francisco.
