It is ORDERED that, on or before October 7, 2013, Respondents shall SHOW CAUSE why
this proceeding should not be determined against them. See 17 C.F.R. 8§ 201.155(a)(2), .220(f). If
Respondents fail to respond to this Order, they will be deemed in default, the proceeding will be
determined against them, and the registrations of their securities will be revoked. See 17 C.F.R. §
201.155(a)(2).

It is further ORDERED that the hearing scheduled for October 2, 2013, is postponed sine die
and a telephonic prehearing conference shall be held on Wednesday, October 11, 2013, at 11:00
a.m. EDT.
