Rule G-34: CUSIP Numbers, New Issue, and Market Information Requirements

(a) New Issue Securities.

(i) Assignment and Affixture of CUSIP Numbers.

(A) – (E) No change. 

(F) A broker, dealer or municipal securities dealer acting as an underwriter of a new issue 
of municipal securities, or a municipal advisor advising the issuer with respect to a 
competitive sale of a new issue, which is being purchased directly by a bank, any entity 
directly or indirectly controlled by the bank or under common control with the bank, 
other than a broker, dealer or municipal securities dealer registered under the Securities 
Exchange Act of 1934, or a consortium of such entities[,]; or by a municipal entity with 
funds that are, at least in part, proceeds of, or fully or partially secure or pay, the 
purchasing entity’s issue of municipal obligations (e.g., state revolving fund or bond 
bank), may elect not to apply for assignment of a CUSIP number or numbers if the 
underwriter or municipal advisor reasonably believes (e.g., by obtaining a written 
representation) that the present intent of the purchasing entity or entities is to hold the 
municipal securities to maturity or earlier redemption or mandatory tender.

(ii) Application for Depository Eligibility and Dissemination of New Issue Information. Each 
underwriter shall carry out the following functions:

(A) No change.

(3) a new issue of municipal securities purchased directly by a bank, any entity 
directly or indirectly controlled by the bank or under common control with the bank, 
other than a broker, dealer or municipal securities dealer registered under the 
Securities Exchange Act of 1934, or a consortium of such entities; or by a municipal 
entity with funds that are, at least in part, proceeds of, or fully or partially secure or 
pay, the purchasing entity’s issue of municipal obligations (e.g., state revolving fund 
or bond bank), from an issuer in which an underwriter reasonably believes (e.g., by
obtaining a written representation) that the present intent of the purchasing entity or 
entities is to hold the municipal securities to maturity or earlier redemption or 
mandatory tender.
