No information provided by Claimant 2 led to the successful enforcement of the
referenced Covered Action within the meaning of Section 21F(b)(1) of the Exchange Act and

Rules 21F-3(a)(3) and 21F-4(c) thereunder because none of the information that Claimant 2
submitted:

a. caused the Commission to (i) commence an examination, (ii) open or reopen
an investigation, or (iii) inquire into different conduct as part of a current
Commission examination or investigation under Rule 21F-4(c)(1) of the
Exchange Act; or

b. significantly contributed to the success of a Commission judicial or

administrative enforcement action under Rule 21F-4(c)(2) of the Exchange
Act?
