3 at the hearing on this matter, and being fully advised in the

4 premises, hereby GRATS the Commission's motion, and enters judgment

5 against the Defendant pursuant to Fed. R. Civ. Proc. 56.6 I.
7 IT is ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that Defendant shall be

8 liable for disgorgement of his ill-gotten gains in the amount of

9 $143,985, together with prejudgment interest, calculated pursuant to

10 28 U.S.C. § 1961, in the amount of $7,756, totalling $151,741.

11 Defendant shall pay the above amount of disgorgement with

12 prejudgment interest within thirty days of the entry of this

13 Judgment.14 II.
15 IT is FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that Defendant

16 shall be liable for civil penalties resulting from his violations in

17 the amount of $143,985. Defendant shall pay the above amount of

18 civil penalties within thirty days of the entry of this Judgment.
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2 There being no just reason for delay, the Clerk of the Court is

3 directed to enter this judgment forthwith.
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
