	0: Comprehensive Financial Planning Corporation (CFPC) is registered under state securities laws and the Federal Investment Advisors Act of 1940.  Our firm also conducts advisory services under the names of Comprehensive Financial Investment Advisors, Inc. and Highstone Group.  
 
 
 
 
Fees for services provided by our firm remain negotiable within a range and are subject to guidelines established by the firm.  The fees are agreed upon in advance with the client and will be stated specifically in a written agreement between CFPC and the client.  Fees are usually determined in one of two ways.  The fee may either be fixed or based on a formula using a client's circumstances or financial characteristics, such as income, net worth, size of the portfolio under management, and/or other factors corresponding to the complexity and effort involved in the services to be provided.  In most cases, when a client chooses to have ongoing services provided and/or a combination of services are required, some charges or fees may be waived or used to offset the cost of the ongoing fees.  If a client chooses to implement the advice of CFPC's IARs (in their capacities as registered representatives), in most instances, CFPC will offset all or a portion of the fees charged by the amount of the initial commissions actually received by the registered representative.
 
With respect to all services there is no basic fee schedule, since all work and terms of payment are negotiable based on factors in each individual case.  Such factors may include the nature of the work, other work the firm is engaged in for the client, and competitive factors.  However, the range within which fees for investment supervisory and/or portfolio management services generally fall is between 0.50% and 3.0% annually.  This fee is charged based on a percentage of assets under management or subject to advice, as prorated on a monthly basis.
 
In the case of a fixed or percentage (formula) fee, CFPC and the client may agree that the client will receive a specific service or a range of services for an hourly fee.  Professional time, as determined by CFPC, is usually billed hourly with fees ranging from $125 to $350 per hour.  Paraprofessional time, as determined by CFPC, is generally billed between $50 and $100 per hour and clerical time between $25 and $75 per hour.  One-tenth of an hour (6 minutes) is the minimum billable increment.
 
Typically, brokerage commissions are waived in an account managed by CFPC for a fee.  However, transaction ticket charges (the actual cost of each trade, typically $25 to $50, plus exchange fees / regulatory) will be passed on to a client.  Fees and charges will be noted on the client's statements and confirmations.  Clients may incur certain charges imposed by third parties in addition to the fees charged by CFPC or the clearing broker/dealer in connection with investments made in a client's account, including, but not limited to mutual funds advisory fees, sales loads, 12(b)-1 fees and surrender charges; variable and fixed annuity or insurance commissions, and surrender charges; and IRA and Qualified Retirement Plan fees.

Management fees charged in client's CFPC managed accounts are separate and distinct from the fees and expenses charged by mutual funds, variable or fixed annuities, and variable or fixed insurance contracts that may be recommended to clients by CFPC.  A description of these fees and expenses are available in each fund and annuity or insurance prospectus.
 
Subject to charges for work completed, the client or CFPC may terminate the engagement by written notice to the other party at any time.  While in most cases the fees are paid in arrears, in some instances, it may be necessary to charge all or a portion of the fees in advance.  The client will receive a refund of any fees paid if the agreement is terminated within five (5) business days of signing the engagement agreement.  After the first five (5) business days, the client would receive a pro-rated refund for investment advice for the contract period.
 
Fees are generally not negotiated once agreed to and upon signing the engagement agreement, nor are refunds generally available once services are provided.  Reasonable expenses are billed at an approximate of the actual cost.  The client agrees to compensate CFPC for any collection costs, expenses, and reasonable attorney's fees required to enforce any agreement.
 
  
Our Investment Advisor Representatives (IARs) associated with CFPC are drawn from diverse backgrounds and disciplines and usually maintain a variety of professional registrations, licenses, and trade designations.  Our policy is flexible with respect to human and intellectual resources and is not quantified in terms of the number or types of degrees, other credentials, or experience.  Our employees and associates are qualified, motivated, and typically involved in a variety of activities, businesses or professional practices, requiring diverse knowledge, skill, experience, and exposures.  All IARs associated with our firm are required to be in compliance with all required rules and regulations.  The President or Principal of the firm will continually supervise all associated persons for regulatory compliance purposes

CFPC's IARs are engaged in professions other than giving investment advice.  Some may sell securities and/or insurance products to clients for commissions.  Some of the other services associated persons may provide include the following:

We estimate that approximately 90% of the firm's billings involve rendering investment advice.  However, the associated persons may on an average spend between 10% to 80% of their time on investment advisory services.  Their remaining time is spent on other activities.  
 
Ronald Hochstein, CFPC's president and an IAR, Amy Clark, and Justin Hochstein, IARs, are currently registered representatives of Securities Service Network, Inc. (SSN), a broker/dealer member FINRA/SIPC.

	Text19: When placing securities transactions through SSN in their capacities as registered representatives they may earn sales commissions.  This could present a potential conflict of interest since the IARs could receive fees and commissions if the client chooses to implement CFPC's recommendations through the IARs in their capacities as registered representatives.  However, in most cases, it is a policy of CFPC that commissions received by the registered representative will be used to reduce or offset the investment advisory fees.  
 
While clients wishing to implement CFPC's advice are free to select any broker/dealer they wish and are so informed, we generally recommend the services of the IARs who are also licensed as registered representatives to implement any advice provided by associates of CFPC.  No procedures are used to direct transactions to a particular broker/dealer in return for products or services received, except to inquire if the client has any brokerage preferences and to discuss the benefits and reasons for having the IARs, in their capacities as registered representatives, implement the advice.  When implementing advice in their capacities as registered representatives, SSN will be used.  
 
One benefit of having IARs implement transactions in their capacities as registered representatives is reduced costs and lower investment advisory fees than otherwise are generally payable by clients using other broker/dealers.  We reserve discretion to negotiate higher investment advisory fees with clients using broker/dealers that do not provide similar services to the advisor and that may cause us to incur similar direct expenses, or which circumstances may cause related persons to incur higher transaction related costs than if SSN were used.  SSN has a wide range of approved securities products for which SSN performs due diligence prior to approving.  The registered representatives are required to adhere to these products when implementing securities transactions through SSN.
 
Usually securities commissions paid by the advisory clients using SSN through IARs are comparable to or are lower than commissions for similar transactions with competing broker/dealers.  In some cases, commissions may be higher which is justified, in our opinion, by the qualitative benefits and services that our clients receive.  We have concluded that the brokerage firm research and services we receive from these related persons provide lawful and appropriate assistance in our investment decision-making responsibilities.  Some research and services received from brokerage firms may be used to benefit all clients, and not just those accounts paying commissions.  In general, however, all advisory accounts are required to contribute to CFPC's costs and profits to a reasonable degree.
 
CFPC is not licensed or registered to share in insurance or securities commissions.  CFPC's revenues are therefore mostly in the form of agreed-upon professional fees.  Various persons associated with the firm are engaged separately in the securities business and are therefore appropriately registered for securities transactions.  Whether a client decides to use a broker/dealer recommended by us or decides to use some other broker/dealer to handle transactions for their account, to the degree lawful, we will generally attempt to negotiate with that broker/dealer's registered representative either for a discounted commission rate or for the payment of some or all of our advisory fees independently from allowable commissions.

When acting in this capacity, they will receive commissions for selling these products.  Clients are not obligated to implement insurance advice through the IARs in this capacity.

At times, some of our clients may desire CFPC or affiliated persons acting in other capacities to assist in developing business arrangements for estate planning or investment purposes.  These arrangements may involve organizing closely-held businesses or coordinating contractual matters.  In some cases, CFPC and/or affiliated persons may charge fees for these services or may participate in the earnings, profits, management, and/or ownership of some of these ventures by agreement with the client and with full applicable disclosures.
 
Ronald J. Hochstein, the President of CFPC, is also the President of Comprehensive Financial Benefit Planners, Inc.  This firm provides consulting in the area of employee benefits planning.  The firm also coordinates retirement planning and a group benefit plan installation and provides or coordinates a variety of third party administrative services.
 
 
 
All managed accounts are reviewed on an ongoing basis by an IAR of CFPC.  Usually, reviews are done at least quarterly but at a minimum annually (for clients paying an ongoing fee) depending on the type of account, the services contracted for, and the nature of investments.  Reviews may be done more often if requested by the client or due to market fluctuations, a change in the client's financial situation or tax law changes.  For clients who have contracted to have a one-time financial plan or consulting service, reviews will only be done at the request of the client or upon the client signing a new contract.  The calendar is the triggering factor for quarterly and annual reviews.  All reviews are performed by the IAR of the account.  At least quarterly, the President of the Corporation, Ronald J. Hochstein, will review with the appropriate IAR each account for which that person is responsible.  The President's reviews are supervisory in nature with emphasis on regulatory compliance and critical comment.  The President of CFPC serves as the firm's designated compliance officer and is responsible for the supervision of all accounts.
 
 
CFPC provides reports at least annually to all clients who are paying an ongoing fee.  Clients will receive statements and/or confirmations directly from the investment company or brokerage firm, which maintains custody of the account, at least quarterly, monthly if there is activity in the account.
