IARs may offer financial planning or financial consulting for a fixed fee or hourly fee.  Fixed fees may range between $200 and $10,000 and hourly fees for consulting may range between $150 to $500 per hour.  In certain circumstances, all fees may be negotiable. 

While programs may be charged an "all-inclusive" fee as above, other programs may also be charged a "ticket charge" and confirmation charge per transaction . Mutual Funds All fees paid to SFG for investment advisory services are separate and distinct from the fees and expenses charged by mutual funds to their shareholders.  Fees and expenses charged by mutual funds are described in each fund’s prospectus. These fees will generally include a management fee, other fund expenses, and a possible distribution fee.  If the fund also imposes sales charges, a client may pay an initial or deferred sales charge. The IAR may receive a portion or all of this sales charge/commission in their separate capacities as financial advisors.  IAR may also receive 12b-1 fees in this manner. Customized Portfolios, FundSource, Pathways and Financial Planning.  Neither SFG nor SBS are related to or affiliated with WS or First Clearing, LLC (the “Clearing Agent”). Unless otherwise specified, Clearing agent will maintain custody of client assets.
 
The advisers selected by Clients in DMA, Masters, Network Investment Consulting, and Evergreen Customized Portfolios employ similar methods of analysis that are described to Clients both by WS and in each such adviser’s Disclosure Document. The Program advisers each employ a variety of investment strategies depending on the Client and the Client’s objectives. Such strategies ordinarily include long or short-term purchase of securities and, depending on the Client objectives and adviser’s style, supplemental covered option writing. However, in special circumstances the strategies may also include margin transactions, other option or trading strategies or short-sale transactions. SFG is a wholly-owned subsidiary of a FINRA member broker-dealer, Summit Brokerage Services, Inc. ("SBS").  Investment advisory accounts are either held and cleared by First Clearing, LLC (SBS' clearing firm), a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Wachovia Corporation, by Pershing, LLC, an affiliate of the Bank of New York Mellon, or by the custodian/clearing firm of the outside third party money manager. 
 
SBS owns SBS Insurance Agency of Florida, Inc., and other agencies.  Insurance transactions, unless otherwise directed by the client, will be placed through SBS Insurance Agency of Florida, Inc., or its related agencies. 
 
SBS, in its capacity as a broker-dealer effects securities transactions for its customers for compensation.
 
An IAR, or other related person of SFG or SBS, may buy or sell securities it also recommends to clients.  The compliance department reviews transactions by its IARs.  SFG will not permit IARs to buy securities from their clients nor sell securities to their clients.  In the event an IAR buys (or sells) the same security a client buys (or sells), on the same day, the compliance department will ensure that the client receives the more favorable price of the two.

Accounts that do not receive continuous management, such as accounts managed by third party money managers, are only reviewed at account opening.  The Forms ADV Part I and Part II of third party money managers, external from Summit's clearing firm and custodian, are reviewed annually to include a review of investment policies. 
 
When an IAR has the authority to determine, without obtaining specific client consent, the securities to be bought and sold, and the amount of the securities to be bought and sold, they are limited to securities that comply with the client's investment objectives, including risk tolerance, and an amount that is reasonable considering the client's financial situation.
 
SFG may receive compensation from other entities for marketing support and sponsorship at SFG or SBS-sponsored conferences.  IARs do not share in any of this compensation.
 
SFG may pay cash fees to third parties who refer potential investment advisory clients to SFG.  Referred clients will not pay higher fees because of these arrangements. All solicitors’ agreements are in compliance with SEC Rule 206(4)-3, under the Investment Adviser Act of 1940.  All clients procured by solicitors will be given full written disclosures describing the terms and fee arrangements between the IAR and the solicitor prior to or at the time of entering into the investment advisory agreement.
