Born in 1957, he received his B.S. from University of Illinois and his M.B.A. from University of Chicago.  He was a faculty member of the Keller Graduate School of Management and has also taught for the American Institute of Banking.
 
Jeffrey N. Allsop, CFA, Principal.  Mr. Allsop is a Chartered Financial Analyst Charterholder.  Prior to joining applicant, he was the director of Equity Research and Managing Director of a midwest investment advisory firm. Reports of personal transactions are required to be made to the applicant for the purposes of monitoring this restriction.
 
Code of Ethics - A Chief Compliance Officer is designated by the President.  The applicant has implemented policies and procedures for restriction of the communication of nonpublic information, monitoring of its dissemination, monitoring of employee trading in related securities, and employee education and awareness of the law of insider trading and such policies and procedures.  Any violation or suspected violation of the code must be immediately reported to the Chief Compliance Officer or to the person appointed by the Chief Compliance Officer.
 
Employees have a fiduciary duty to our clients and an obligation to uphold our fundamental duty with honesty, integrity and professionalism.  Employees must place the interest of our clients first at all times and comply with applicable federal securities laws and ethics codes established by professional certifying bodies applicable to each individual employee.  Employees must not take inappropriate advantage of our positions, conduct all personal securities transactions in a proper manner, and hold all clients information in confidence.
 
A conflict of interest occurs when personal interests of Employees interfere or could potentially interfere with responsibilities to the firm and its clients.  Employees should not accept or offer inappropriate gifts, favors, entertainment, or anything of material value that could influence decision-making.  All gifts and entertainment require pre-approval by the President or an individual appointed by the President.

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	Text19: Generally, the applicant has discretionary authority to buy and sell securities in the quantities it deems fit without obtaining the prior consent of the client.  Clients may place written limitations on the percentage of portfolio securities invested in each issuer and each industry segment.
 
In order to achieve best execution for our clients, applicant seeks the best terms reasonably available under the current circumstances and environment and has constructed trading procedures that take into consideration appropriate factors, including each client's stated investment objectives and constraints.  Trading policies and procedures provide the appropriate process if a trade error occurs.  A trade error will be covered immediately through the brokerage/custodian error account.  If a loss occurs when a trade error is made, the client is made whole.  If a gain occurs, the gain remains in the broker/custodian error account.  The applicant has procedures in place regarding block trading (aggregating or bunching client securities) to assure that applicant is seeking best execution and not favoring any client over another client.
 
Best execution begins with client choice of custodian.  If a client is not sure which custodian he/she wants to work with, after discussion of the client's goals and objectives, recommendations will be made that are suitable to the client's circumstances.  Once the custodian is chosen, applicant will take advantage of the custodian's best methods of execution, whether by phone, online trading, or some other avenue that is advantageous to the client.  A best execution committee oversees that the policies and procedures of best execution are being utilized.  Applicant has best execution policy and procedures in place to meet regulatory and fiduciary obligations.
 
For certain clients, the applicant selects the broker or dealer through which securities are bought and sold on the basis of best execution of orders.  Consistent with this policy, transactions are placed after giving consideration to the quality, quantity, nature and scope of the brokerage firm's professional services which would include executive capabilities, responsiveness, timeliness, price, commission rate, clearance procedures, custodial and reporting services and market, statistical and other research information provided.  Consideration is also given to expressed client preferences, if any, as well as to the value of long-term business relationships and client convenience.
 
Based upon the quantity and quality of brokerage and research services provided, as determined by the applicant based on the consideration described above, a client account may pay a brokerage commission in excess of that which another broker, especially a "discount broker", might have charged for effecting the same transaction.
 
In most cases, the client selects a broker of its choice for a variety of reasons, such as service, loyalty and/or personal relationship, and directs the applicant to implement transactions through this broker.  Frequently, the client has a preexisting relationship with the broker.  Typically, the client negotiates commission discounts directly with this broker.  If the client seeks the applicant's assistance in obtaining commission discounts with these brokers, the applicant will help the client negotiate general discounts based upon the size of the transaction and other relevant factors.  Clients who direct all brokerage limit the ability to negotiate commission rates.  Clients who direct a portion of the accounts
transactions to a particular broker or firm, whether or not "subject to the best execution", or who 
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	Text21: expresses a preference for a given broker or firm, may also limit the ability to negotiate commission cost.
 
In the case of accounts for which a brokerage firm provides custodial and reporting services, significant weight may be accorded to the value of the custodial and reporting services and to the potential inconvenience of transferring the account to an institutional custodian or to another broker.  This also may be viewed as a limitation to negotiating commission rates in those cases where the brokerage firm might terminate custodial or certain reporting services if commission rates were lower.  Finally, applicant may have a conflict of interest in any case involving a referral to applicant from a broker, since the applicant may benefit from continued referrals, but the applicant also has a duty to the client to achieve best execution by negotiating commissions with the broker.  Applicant uses its best efforts to achieve best execution for each account regardless of the source of the referral.  No client is obligated to use any particular broker or firm for brokerage or custodial services and clients should feel free to discuss these matters further with any of applicant's representatives at anytime.  Clients should notify applicant if the client desires assistance in changing its custodial arrangement.
 
Research services furnished by brokers through which applicant effects transactions may be used in servicing all of applicant's accounts and not all such services may be used by applicant in connection with the accounts which paid commissions to the broker providing services.  From time to time, applicant purchases with its own funds research services or research products from brokers for the general benefit of applicant's clients.
 
 
Applicant may pay a solicitation fee to certain persons for client referrals. The solicitation fee does not result in an additional charge to the client.  The fees are disclosed fully to the client and structured to comply with the Act and Rule 206(4)3 and applicable state securities laws and regulations.
 
Applicant receives client referrals from Charles Schwab & Co., Inc. ("Schwab") through Applicant's participation in Schwab Advisor Network ("the Service").  The Service is designed to help investors find an independent investment advisor.  Schwab is a broker-dealer independent of and unaffiliated with Applicant.  Schwab does not supervise Applicant and has no responsibility for Applicant's management of clients' portfolios or Applicant's other advice or services.  Applicant pays Schwab fees to receive client referrals through the Service.  Applicant's participation in the Service may raise potential conflicts of interest described below.
 
Applicant pays Schwab a Participation Fee on all referred clients' accounts that are maintained in custody at Schwab and a Non-Schwab Custody Fee on all accounts that are maintained at, or transferred to, another custodian.  The Participation Fee paid by Applicant is a percentage of the value of the assets in the client's account.  Applicant pays Schwab the Participation Fee for so long as the referred client's account remains in custody at Schwab.  The Participation Fee is billed to Applicant
quarterly and may be increased, decreased or waived by Schwab from time to time.

Applicant generally pays Schwab a Non-Schwab Custody Fee if custody of a referred client's account is not maintained by, or assets in the account are transferred from Schwab.  This fee does not apply if the client was solely responsible for the decision not to maintain custody at Schwab.  The Non-Schwab Custody Fee is a one-time payment equal to a percentage of the assets placed with a custodian other than Schwab.  The Non-Schwab Custody Fee is higher than the Participation Fee Advisory generally would pay in a single year.  Thus, Applicant will have an incentive to recommend that client accounts be held in custody at Schwab.
 
The Participation and Non-Schwab Custody Fees will be based on assets in accounts of Applicant's clients who were referred by Schwab and those referred clients' family members living in the same household.  Thus, Applicant will have incentives to encourage household members of clients referred through the Service to maintain custody of their accounts and execute transactions at Schwab and to instruct Schwab to debit Applicant's fees directly from the accounts.
 
For accounts of Applicant's clients maintained in custody at Schwab, Schwab will not charge the client separately for custody but will receive compensation from Applicant's clients in the form of commissions or other transaction-related compensation on securities trades executed through Schwab.  Schwab will also receive a fee (generally lower than the applicable commission on trades its executes) for clearance and settlement of trades executed through broker-dealers other than Schwab.  Schwab's fees for trades executed at other broker-dealers are in addition to the other broker-dealers' fees.  Thus, Applicant may have an incentive to cause trades to be executed through Schwab rather 
than another broker-dealer.  Applicant, nevertheless, acknowledges its duty to seek best execution of trades for client accounts.  Trades for client accounts held in custody at Schwab may be executed through a different broker-dealer than trades for Applicant's other clients.  Thus, trades for accounts custodied at Schwab may be executed at different times and different prices than trades for other accounts that are executed at other broker dealers.

In normal course of action, the client or the custodian of the client's assets files the necessary paperwork to enroll in the class action lawsuit.
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
