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	0: Advisory Services and Fees
 
Heritage Capital Management, LLC (“HCM”) manages portfolios (“Portfolio Management”).  An initial interview is undertaken to determine the client’s individual needs and risk tolerance.  A portfolio which may include stocks, bonds, Exchange Traded Funds ("ETFs") and mutual funds is developed and implemented.  The portfolio is reviewed at least quarterly.
 
At least annually the advisory rep will request current financial status information from the client to determine if there have been any changes in the client’s financial situation. Clients may call in at any time during normal business hours to discuss directly with the advisory rep about the client’s account, financial situation, or investment needs.  Clients will receive transaction statements as they may occur during a month, and will receive a monthly and/or quarterly statement of the account from the brokerage firm.
 
Fees for Portfolio Management are computed at a percentage of assets under management on a sliding scale.  The following are the maximum fees charged:

             250,000-     499,999    1.50%
             500,000-     999,999    1.25%

These fees are for advisory services only and do not include any applicable transaction fees or commissions.
For Portfolio Management the percentage fee will be payable quarterly in arrears.  The first payment is assessed and due at the end of the first calendar quarter, and will be assessed pro rata in the event the Agreement is executed at any time other than the first day of the current calendar quarter.  Subsequent payments are due and will be assessed on the first day after the end of each calendar quarter based on the value of the account assets under supervision as of the close of business on the last business day of that quarter.

	Text15: Payment of fees may be paid directly by the client or by the custodian holding the client’s funds and securities.  However, five criteria must be met when payment is made by the custodian, (1) the client provides written authorization permitting the fees to be paid directly from the client’s account held by the independent custodian, (2) the client receives a communication showing the amount of the fee, the value of the client’s assets on which the fee was based, and the specific manner in which the fee was calculated, (3) HCM hereby discloses to the client that it is the client’s responsibility to verify the accuracy of the fee calculation and that the custodian will not determine whether the fee is properly calculated, (4) HCM communicates with the custodian indicating only the amount of the fee to be paid by the custodian, and (5) the custodian agrees to send to the client a statement, at least quarterly, indicating all amounts disbursed from the account including the amount of advisory fees paid directly to HCM.  HCM does not, and will not, have custody of client’s funds or securities.
In addition to fees paid for advisory services with respect to clients’ investments in mutual funds, clients pay additional fees on the mutual fund investment because the mutual funds also pay advisory and/or management fees to an investment advisor. The same is true with respect to clients’ investments in Exchange Traded Funds ("ETFs").
 
The client may terminate the Agreement for Portfolio Management without penalty at any time.  After the first five days, services will continue until either party terminates the Agreement on five business days written notice.  If termination occurs prior to the end of a calendar quarter, the client will be invoiced for fees due on a pro-rata basis.
 Any controversy or claim, including, but not limited to, errors and omissions arising out of or relating to our Agreement or the breach thereof, shall be settled first through a good faith effort through non-binding mediation.  If that is not successful, then shall be settled by arbitration in accordance with the securities arbitration rules then in effect with the National Association of Securities Dealers (NSDA”), and judgement upon the award rendered by the arbitrator(s) may be entered in any court having jurisdiction thereof.  Client understands that this agreement to arbitrate does not constitute a waiver of the right to seek a judicial forum where such a waiver would be void under the federal securities laws.  Arbitration is final and binding on the parties.  Selection of the NASD to arbitrate investment advisory disputes is not intended to imply that the NASD supervises investment advisory activities.

Clients have sole authority to specify  custodians for their assets and the brokerage firm or firms where securities for the account are purchased and sold. HCM may recommend, and clients may choose to implement trades through a discount broker. The services of Charles Schwab & Co., or a similar discount broker may be recommended. The recommendation is made based on the discount rates and execution services available to the client. HCM does not make recommendations based on investment products or investment research proprietary to a brokerage firm. Clients may pay transaction fees to the discount broker for the purchase of "no load" funds. The brokerage firm provides the clients with consolidated statements.

	Text21: PERSONAL TRADING ACTIVITY
 
At times the interest of HCM and/or its principals and its employees correspond with their client’s interests, and then we may invest in the same securities that are recommended to clients.  Any such instance will be coincidental and will only be in such securities that are widely held and easily marketable or redeemable.  Any such coincidental purchase or sale would be minimal in relation to the total outstanding value, and as such would have negligible effect on the market price. Regardless of the market liquidity of the securities in question, it is the policy of HCM to restrict purchases or sales on the part of HCM and/or its principals and its employees until after client securities are either purchased or sold. The sole exception is unless they participate in a block trade with HCM clients.
