Clients wanting to engage Adviser to manage client's account will need to establish an account ("Account") with Southwest Securities, Inc.  Adviser's minimum account size in order to obtain asset management services is $100,000.  Adviser will not maintain custody of client's funds or securities.  Custodial services for the managed Account will be provided through Southwest Securities, Inc.
 
Adviser offers asset management services on a non-discretionary basis.  Adviser will gather information on a client's financial history, goals, objectives and financial concerns and assist client in developing an asset allocation strategy.  All information gathered from the client is confidential.  Client will establish an Account and deposit cash, cash equivalents and securities and engage Adviser to manage the Account.  Based on client's investment objectives, risk tolerance and financial situation, Adviser will manage the Account on a continual basis.  Additionally, Adviser will monitor the securities in the client's managed Account on a regular basis in order to determine if changes to the Account holdings are necessary.
 
Advisory fees will be charged in arrears on a calendar quarterly basis.  Fees will be calculated as of the close of business on the last business day of the quarter.  Clients will be provided with a fee invoice that identifies the advisory fee, the value of the Account and how the fee was calculated.  In the event the Account is opened on a day other than the first day of the calendar quarter or closed on a day other than the last day of a calendar quarter, fees will be prorated for the quarter.  Fees are not based on a share of capital gains or upon capital appreciation of the funds or any portion of the funds.  Advisory fees may be negotiated.  The standard advisory fees are in accordance with the following fee schedule:

	Text15: The fee charged will be assessed on a graduated basis (i.e. the first $249,999 will always be charged .80%, etc.).  General Securities, cash and cash equivalents will be valued at market value of the asset.  Mutual funds will be valued at Net Asset Value (NAV).
 
Clients may make additions to the Account or withdrawals from the Account, provided the Account continues to meet minimum account size requirements.  If the Account falls below the minimum account size requirement, Adviser reserves the right to terminate advisory services.  Accounts are subject to a minimum annual fee of $750, billable at $187.50 per quarter.
 
In addition to the advisory fees above, client may pay fees for custodial services, account maintenance fees, transaction fees and other fees associated with the management of the Account.  Adviser does not share in any portion of such fees.  Additionally, client may pay advisory fees to the manager of any mutual fund they purchase.  Such advisory fees are not shared with Adviser and are compensation to the fund manager.  Clients should read the mutual fund prospectus prior to investing.  Clients can generally invest in mutual funds directly, without the services of Adviser.  However client will not receive services provided by Adviser, which are to assist client in determining the securities that are more appropriate for the client's financial condition, investment goals and objectives.
 
Clients may terminate investment advisory services obtained from the Adviser, without penalty, upon written notice within five (5) business days after entering into the advisory agreement with Adviser.  Client will be responsible for any fees and charges incurred by a client from third parties as a result of maintaining the Account, such as transaction fees for any securities transaction executed and Account maintenance or custodial fees.  Thereafter, client may terminate investment advisory services at any time upon Adviser's receipt of client's 30 day written notice to terminate.  Should client terminate investment advisory services during a quarter, client will be charged a pro-rata portion of the advisory fee for the quarter, up to the date of termination.
 
Adviser will meet with clients at least annually or at the client's request to discuss the client's investment portfolio and to update the client's financial information should any changes have occurred.  Client is advised that it is necessary to advise the Adviser promptly with respect to any changes in the client's financial situation and investment goals and objectives.
