The advice offered by IAC is determined by the areas of expertise of the IAR providing the service and the client's stated objective.  The amount of time spent on preparing a financial plan or researching and implementing a portfolio management service, the reports provided, the issues addressed, and consequently, the fee charged to the client may vary between IARs.
 
Financial Planning Services
Clients may enter into a Financial Planning Service Agreement with IAC pursuant to which the IAR will provide advice to the client in the form of a financial plan that is based on the client's current and anticipated financial condition and which addresses the client's financial goals.   Clients may also receive investment advice on a more limited or project-by-project basis.  This may include advice on isolated areas of concern such as estate planning, retirement planning, or any particular topic.  It may also include specific consultation and administrative services regarding investment and financial concerns of the client and/or the client's business operations.  The fees paid pursuant to the financial planning service agreement may be based on an hourly rate, ranging from $150 per hour to $250 per hour, with a minimum of two hours, or the fees may be a fixed fee ranging from $300 to $5,000 depending on the complexity of the client's financial condition or the plan and advice.  Fees paid pursuant to the Financial Planning Service Agreement are not based on a percentage of the client's assets and may include a consulting service for specific projects billed hourly or on a flat fee basis. 
 
Investment Advisory Services (Discretionary or Non-Discretionary):
Clients may also enter into an Investment Advisory Agreement with IAC on either a non-discretionary or discretionary basis.  Pursuant to this agreement, the IAR will develop an investment program specifically for the client's accounts, following a review of the client's financial situation and a determination of financial and investment objectives for the client.  Assets will be periodically evaluated (at a minimum on a quarterly basis) and managed by the IAR, based on the individual needs of each client.  The investment program developed by the IAR may or may not include an asset allocation strategy using no load or load waived mutual funds, UIT's, individual fixed income securities, equities, options, and other securities and cash. The investment program may also use sub-advisors or separate accounts to meet the client's investment goals.  The amount of fees paid, including any third party advisor's fees, pursuant to the Investment Advisory Agreement range from .5 % to 3.00%, depending on the amount of assets under management and is billed quarterly, usually in advance.  Investment advisory services are billed quarterly in advance.

Account minimum is $25,000.  Third-party money managers usually require higher minimum account values of $50,000 to $100,000, or more.  IAC, in its sole discretion, may negotiate to waive its stated account minimum or to reduce/increase any fee.  The fee table incorporated all fees to be assessed to an account, up to and including the use of a third-party money manager on an annualized basis, collectively not to exceed 3%.  IAC, through its IARs, provides investment advisory and investment supervisory services defined as, giving continuous advice to a client, or making investments for a client based on the individual needs of the client. Independent Portfolio Manager Program:
IAC has entered into an agreement with Wachovia Securities ("WS"), pursuant to which WS provides advisory and/or other services with respect to certain advisory programs.  IAC may utilize one of the WS programs through Broker Dealer Financial Services Corp ("BDFS"), IAC's broker-dealer affiliate, its clearing agent, First Clearing, LLC ("Clearing Agent"), or other unrelated third-party custodial agents for safekeeping of client assets as required by rule 206(4)-2 of the Investment Advisers Act of 1940, as amended ("Advisers Act").  IAC is not related to or affiliated with WS or Clearing Agent.  WS and the Clearing Agent each reserve the right to reject and not provide services to any client or with respect to any client account for any reason.
 
These other third-party custodians also offer different investment options for managed funds that are designed to meet the client's investment objectives, and their fees range from .20% to 2.5%, depending on the type of program and the amount invested. A percentage of fees charged by the third-party are typically paid to IAC as a solicitation fee, or as a client relations or referral fee.

	Text17: The IARs exercise no discretionary authority with respect to these third-party managed programs, security selection or the timing of purchase and sale orders, and do not suggest or recommend any security purchase or sale to the client or to the chosen portfolio manager or investment adviser under this program.  In these cases, the IAR will typically assist the client in completing an asset review and suitability determination and assist the client in selecting a managed program that meets their investment goals.  The IAR will also periodically review the performance of the selected programs with the client and based on performance may recommend reallocation of invested funds.
 
The custodian will perform all custodial functions and provide transmission of proxy and other security holder communications.  Each client will receive transaction confirmations and monthly or quarterly account statements from the custodian.
 
Securities Brokerage:
IAC will arrange for trade execution services as part of its managed account programs.  Transaction costs for securities trades will be charged to the client separately from the advisory fee by the executing firm.
 
General Information:
In certain circumstances, fees and account minimums may be negotiable.  Investment advisory service fees paid to IAC do not include outside mutual fund management fee or trade transaction costs.  The fees charged will not be based on the capital gains or the capital appreciation of any funds or any part of any funds of any client unless the fee complies with SEC Rule 205-3.  Some clients may be charged for each tailored service, while other clients' fees may include multiple services for a packaged price.
 
A client Financial Planning Service Agreement or an Investment Advisory Agreement may be canceled at any time, by either party, for any reason upon 30 days written notice.  Upon termination of an agreement, any prepaid, unearned fees will be refunded.  Third-party money managers may require some notice before cancellation, but any pre-paid fees will be returned on a pro-rated basis.
 
IAC may use or recommend mutual funds to help meet the investment objectives of the client. Clients should know that fees paid to IAC for investment advisory services are separate from the fees and expenses charged by mutual funds (described in each mutual fund's prospectus) to their shareholders. This Allowable List includes only open-end mutual funds that offer shares at net asset value through advisory programs, such as those previously described.  Some of the funds may be advised by, or otherwise affiliated with, WS or the Clearing Agent.
 
Investment recommendations for the WS Program clients are based on an analysis of the client's individual needs, and are drawn from research and analysis IAC believes reliable.  The mutual funds available for clients in the WS Program are from the WS Allowable List of funds.

IAC may from time to time offer market indexed CD product issued through its affiliate, Bankers Financial Services, LLC. for which BFS receives compensation.  IARs who offer such product will make full disclosure of the affiliation.
 
IARs and/or principals of the applicant may own securities that are recommended to clients.  All such transactions are reviewed for compliance standards and conflict of interest.  Each client account is reviewed by supervisory personnel on a random basis, but at least once annually.
 
As part of an overall internal compliance program, policies and procedures have been adopted which impose certain conditions and restrictions as to transactions for proprietary accounts and the accounts of employees.  Such policies and procedures are designed to detect and prevent improper or abusive conduct and to review for potential conflict of interest which may exist with any Client account.  A copy of IAC's Code of Ethics is available to Clients upon request.
 
IAC requests a minimum balance of $25,000 to open an advisory account. Third party money managers usually require higher minimum account values of $50,000 to $100,000 or more.  The minimum fee for Financial Planning is $300.00.
 
For those clients to whom IAC provides investment management services, IAC monitors those profiles as part of an ongoing process while regular account reviews are conducted on at least a quarterly basis by the IAR.  For those clients to whom IAC provides consulting services, reviews are conducted on an `as needed' basis.  Such reviews are conducted by the IAR and the Compliance department.  Investment Advisory clients are encouraged to discuss their needs, goals, and objectives with IAC and to keep IAC informed of any changes

	Text27: thereto.  IARs shall contact ongoing investment advisory clients at least annually to review their previous services and/or recommendations and to discuss the impact resulting from any changes in the client's financial situation or investment objectives.
 
Unless otherwise agreed upon, clients are provided with transaction confirmation notices and regular summary account statements directly from the broker-dealer or custodian for their account.  Those clients to whom IAC provides investment advisory services will also receive a report that may include such relevant account and market-related information such as an inventory of account holdings with account performance on a quarterly basis.  Those clients to whom IAC provides financial planning or consulting services typically do not receive regular reports on their accounts after the financial planning or consulting services have been concluded.
 
Please see the previous responses set forth on this Schedule F. to Item 1. D.  In general, clients of IAC will be referred to the affiliated broker-dealer, BDFS.  Except as provided for in any applicable wrap fee program, the brokerage commissions and/or transaction fees charged by BDFS or the Clearing Agent, or any other designated broker-dealer are exclusive and in addition to IAC's fee.
 
Factors which IAC considers in recommending WS, BDFS, or any other broker-dealer to its clients include their respective financial strength, reputation, execution, pricing, research and service.  WS and BDFS enable IAC to obtain many mutual funds without transaction charges and other securities at nominal transaction charges.  The commissions and/or transactional fees charged by BDFS or the Clearing Agent may be higher or lower than those charged by other broker-dealers.
 
The commission paid by IAC's clients shall comply with IAC's duty to obtain “best execution”.  However, a client may pay a commission that is higher than another qualified broker-dealer might charge to effect the same transaction where IAC determines, in good faith, that the commission is reasonable in relation to the value of the brokerage and research services received.  In seeking best execution, the determinative factor is not the lowest possible cost, but whether the transaction represents the best qualitative execution, taking into consideration the full range of a broker-dealer's services, including the value of research provided, execution capacity, commission rates, and responsiveness.  Consistent with the foregoing, while IAC will seek competitive rates, it may not necessarily obtain the lowest possible commission rates for client transactions.
 
If the client requests IAC to arrange for the execution of securities brokerage transactions for the client's account, IAC shall direct such transactions through broker-dealers that IAC

	Text29: reasonably believes will provide best execution.  IAC shall periodically and systematically review its policies and procedures regarding recommending broker-dealers to the clients in light of its duty to obtain best execution.
 
The client may direct IAC in writing to use a particular broker-dealer to execute some or all transactions for the client.  In that case, the client will negotiate terms and arrangements for the account with that broker-dealer, and IAC will not seek better execution services or prices from another broker-dealer or be able to aggregate client transactions for execution through other broker-dealers with orders for other accounts managed by IAC (as described below).  As a result, the client may pay higher commissions or transaction costs or greater spreads, or receive less favorable net prices on transactions for the account than would otherwise be the case.  Subject to its duty of best execution, IAC may decline a client's request to direct brokerage if, in IAC's sole discretion, such directed brokerage arrangements would result in additional operational difficulty or costs.
 
Consistent with obtaining best execution, brokerage transactions may be directed to certain broker-dealers in return for investment research products and/or services which assist IAC in its investment decision making process. Such research generally will be used to service all of IAC's clients but brokerage commissions paid by one client may be used to pay for research that is not used in managing that client's portfolio.  The receipt of investment research products and/or services as well as the allocation of the benefit of such investment research products and/or services may pose a conflict of interest.
 
IAC may receive from the Clearing Agent, BDFS or any other broker-dealer, without cost to IAC, computer software and related systems support, which allow IAC to better monitor client accounts maintained through BDFS at the Clearing Agent.  IAC may receive the software and related support without cost because IAC renders investment management services to clients that maintain assets at the Clearing Agent.  The software and related systems support may benefit IAC, but not its clients directly.  In fulfilling its duties to its clients, IAC endeavors at all times to put the interests of the client first.  Clients should be aware; however, that IAC's receipt of economic benefits from a broker-dealer creates a conflict of interest since these benefits may influence IAC's choice of broker-dealer over another broker-dealer that does not furnish similar software, systems, support or services.
 
Additionally, IAC may receive the following benefits from BDFS or its Clearing Agent or any other broker-dealer: receipt of duplicate client confirmations and bundled duplicate statements, access to a trading desk that exclusively services it Registered Investment Adviser group participants, access to block trading which provides the ability to aggregate securities transactions and then allocate the appropriate shares to clients' accounts,

	Text31: and access to an electronic communications network for client order entry and account information.
 
In the event of trading errors caused by IAC, it is IAC's policy to make its clients whole; communicate errors to its clients, and to document errors in its trade error file.  Gains arising out of errors will be credited to client accounts while losses will be reimbursed by IAC to the client.  Losses to non-qualified accounts are reimbursed immediately upon discovery via a transfer from an IAC account to the client, while losses to qualified accounts are reimbursed through an offset or management fees at the next due date for payment of such fees.
 
On occasions when IAC deems the purchase and sale of a security to be in the best interest of more than one of its clients, IAC may aggregate multiple contemporaneous client purchases or sell orders into a block order for execution.  Executed orders are allocated among participating accounts according to each account's pre-determined participation in the transaction.
 
Client accounts for which orders are aggregated receive the average price of such transaction, which could be higher or lower than the price that would otherwise be paid by a client, absent the aggregation.  Any transaction costs incurred in the transaction will be shared pro-rata on each client's level of participation in the transaction.
 
IAC does not regularly purchase initial public offerings for its clients and does not intend to change this practice.
 
IAC may refer clients to unaffiliated third-party RIA's for which IAC receives a solicitor's fee from the third-party advisor in accordance with the requirements of Rule 206(4)-3 of the Advisers Act and any corresponding state securities law requirements.  Any such solicitor's fee is paid solely from the third-party's investment management fee, and does not result in any additional charge to the client. 
 
Occasionally bank domiciled IARs, located in Iowa or Illinois may run a campaign for bank employees to encourage them to promote their Investment Center.  The campaigns may reward the employee with a small payment of cash in compliance with Regulation R.  Each client is given a copy of the referral notice prior to or at the time of entering into any advisory contract.

	Text33: By reason of the terms and provisions of applicable securities laws and regulations, no fee due IAC may be based in any manner or respect on capital gains or capital appreciation of assets held by the client.  IAC or its affiliated persons may receive 12b-1 fees from certain mutual fund companies as outlined in their respective prospectus.  While there is no direct linkage between the investment advice given and participation in these programs, economic benefits are received which, would not be received if IAC did not give investment advice to clients.  In general, transactions within investment advisory programs will have no commissions charged; however, there may be transactions charges by the brokerage unit that apply to no-load funds.  Sales commissions for mutual funds or variable products will be outlined in the prospectus and will either be waived or offset against investment advisory fees.  IAC or IARs may receive commissions or other compensation on transactions for clients involving other securities or financial instruments, such as certificates of deposit.
 
With few exceptions, IAC does not vote proxies on behalf of clients.  Proxy materials received on behalf of a client are to be sent directly to the client or a designated representative of the client, who is responsible for voting the proxy.  When IAC or its IARs do vote proxies, the CFA Institute guidelines are followed.  For more details on the proxy voting policies of IAC, please contact the IAR on your account.
