Cornerstone Investment Services, Inc. (hereinafter “CIS” or the “Firm”) offers personalized investment
advisory services to individuals, pension and profit sharing plans, trusts, estates, charitable
organizations, and corporations or other business entities. The Firm's services and fee arrangements
are described in the following pages.

CIS is a corporation company formed under the laws of the State of North Carolina and is a registered
investment adviser with the United States Securities and Exchange Commission. This Schedule F
narrative provides clients with information regarding CIS and the qualifications, business practices, and
nature of advisory services that should be considered before becoming an advisory client of CIS. The
information in this Schedule F has not been approved or verified by the United States Securities and
Exchange Commission or by any state securities authority.

Individuals associated with CIS will provide its investment advisory services. These individuals are
appropriately licensed, qualified, and authorized to provide advisory services on behalf of CIS. Such
individuals are known as Investment Adviser Representatives (IARs).

Portfolio Management Services

CIS provides discretionary portfolio management services on a continuous basis. The investment
advice provided is custom tailored to meet the needs and investment objectives of the client. The Firm
invests primarily in true no-load mutual funds from reputable fund families such as Janus, Fidelity,
Vanguard, and others. Accounts are normally held at Charles Schwab & Co., Inc. (“Schwab”). The
ultimate goal for each customized investment portfolio is to maximize the potential gain while
minimizing risk. Subject to any written guidelines, which the client may provide, CIS normally has
complete discretion and authority to manage the account. Accordingly, CIS is authorized to perform
various functions, at the client's expense, without further approval from the client. Such functions
include making all investment decisions on (a) the securities purchased/sold; (b) the amount of
securities to be purchased/sold; (c) selection of the broker or dealer to execute the transaction(s); and
(d) the commission rates to be paid. Once the portfolio is constructed, CIS provides either continuous
or periodic supervision and re-optimization of the portfolio as changes in the market conditions and
client circumstances may require. In limited circumstances, CIS may enter into non-discretionary
arrangements with its clients where CIS obtains client approval prior to execution of a trade.

Calculation of Advisory Fees:

Advisory fees apply to all assets in client accounts on which CIS will be granted power of attorney to
effect securities transactions through Schwab. A one-time, non-refundable set-up fee of $300 is
assessed to all new clients not immediately related to current clients. Advisory fee rates are tiered and

Pro-ration and Termination: For new accounts, the time for which fees are charged begins when the
assets are received at the custodian firm by way of deposit or transfer from another firm. In the event
of termination, the advisory fee is pro-rated from the beginning of the calendar quarter through the
date written notice of termination is received at CIS from the client, and is then due immediately. In the
case of individual deposits or withdrawals of at least $1,000 per account the amount deposited or
withdrawn will be prorated in computing the quarterly advisory fee.

Payment Options: The independent qualified custodian holding the client's funds and securities will
debit the client account directly for the advisory fees paid to CIS unless the client prefers to be billed.
Clients may choose to have fees either automatically deducted from their account or to be invoiced on
or about the first business day of the quarter. Invoiced fees are due upon receipt. If fees are
automatically deducted, a client letter is sent at the same time detailing the fee calculation.

Late Penalty: Fees not received by 30 calendar days from the invoice date will accrue interest at the
rate of 18% per annum.

Other Costs: Fees paid to CIS do not include the cost of any fees or charges, which may be levied by
other firms. Charges by a broker/dealer may include, but are not limited to, markups or commissions to
buy or sell stocks or bonds and mutual fund transaction costs, if any. The broker/dealer or mutual fund
may charge a short-term redemption fee if the fund is not held for a certain number of days. Mutual
funds have internal transaction costs to buy and sell assets, as well as other internal expenses. These
internal expenses are represented by the operating expense ratio (OER) in the fund's prospectus.
Payment of any charges by other firms is the responsibility of the client. CIS makes every effort to
negotiate the lowest fees on behalf of clients and considers expenses when choosing broker/dealers
and individual investments. It buys no-load mutual funds only and considers a fund's expenses when
choosing investments. "No-load" does not preclude funds that charge 12b1 fees but the firm tries to
avoid such funds as well as funds that levy a charge if the fund is not held for a period the firm deems
unreasonable. The firm will not buy B or C class shares and only buys A class shares if the load is
waived. The firm prefers to buy institutional class shares when available.

Generally, clients grant CIS complete discretion over the selection and amount of securities to be
bought or sold, the broker or dealer to be used and the commission rates to be paid for their account
without obtaining their prior consent or approval. However, the Firm's investment authority may be
subject to specified investment objectives, guidelines, and/or conditions imposed by the client. For
example, a client may specify that the investment in any particular stock or industry should not exceed
specified percentages of the value of the portfolio, and/or a client may place restrictions or prohibitions
of transactions in the securities of a specific industry or company. Clients may amend these limitations,
as required; however, such amendments must be submitted in writing.

Suggestion of Brokers

CIS recommends that clients in need of brokerage and custodial services utilize Charles Schwab &
Co., Inc. (“Schwab”). CIS feels that Schwab provides the best and broadest range of services at
reasonable commission rates and excellent service. The reasonableness of commissions is based on
several factors, including the broker's ability to provide professional services, competitive commission
rates, volume discounts, execution price negotiations, and other services. The vast majority of CIS
transactions involve mutual funds as opposed to individual securities and as such, commission rates
and best execution of individual security transactions do not impact a significant amount of CIS client
transactions. There is a significant time saving associated with using one custodian that benefits both
CIS and clients. Comparisons of alternative brokers and custodians are conducted on a regular basis.
