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ADVISORY SERVICES AND FEES
 
Provide broker dealer services and investment advisory services for retirement and retail accounts. Advisory services will be based on advisors meeting with clients to perform portfolio planning, portfolio evaluation, and other related portfolio discussions in an on going consulting relationship. Advisory will get to know their clients to better understand their investment needs so the advisor can invest, with discretion, the client's assets properly. Portfolio allocation will be another service provided to clients under this platform. After all the evaluations Advisors will use their industry experience to best suit clients with an asset allocation model for their investments. Once clients sign the contract and agree to the asset allocation the advisor will have discretion to invest assets accordingly. Meetings will be scheduled at least annually for advisors and clients to speak about market conditions and changing investor needs. These meetings may include re-evaluation and re-allocation. Advisors will be paid in the form of commissions based on time spent researching/analyzing solicited purchases, principal amount of transaction, industry guidelines, the market security trades on, and knowledge of the industry as a whole when pertaining to clients investment needs and the specific security transaction. Commissions may not be applicable for all accounts. Most clients will operate on a fee based account which is described below. Commissions for all trades are generated upon completion of that transaction and are paid once a month on the 15th of that month. Commissions charged will fall within industry standards for the percentage of principal amount of the trade, for example the 5.5% guideline. Advisor's will be able to use discretion of client funds to invest in securities suitable for their client's individual investment characteristics. Fees are charged based on assets under management and commissions. Advisors will receive a 1% fee of client's assets they control per year. This fee will be compensation for advisors work and time invested in researching investments, knowledge of industry, choosing suitability of investments to be purchase/sold, as well as many other unforeseen duties that fall under the fiduciary responsibility pertaining to the client/advisor relationship.  Compensation will be paid at the end of each quarter of the calendar year to be collected in Apr, July, Oct, and Jan. ALL fees are negotiable and compensation will NOT be payable before services are provided.  If client is entitled to a refund based on company a mistake or other unforeseen events their account will receive a credit in the amount deserved. The advisory agreement can be terminated with a signed letter from the account owner clearly stating they would like to end the investment advisory relationship and not allow another individual to have discretion over their funds.

Lloyd and Joe are already affiliated with another IA called Pacific Income Advisors. Also these two hold only supervisory position with Syndicated Capital and will have no need to be authorized to have discretion over clients accounts. 
 
Actively engage in Broker Dealer services including servicing retail and retirement accounts for clients. This is our main function so the time invested in these ventures is substantial, 100% of business activity.
 
Syndicated Capital Inc. is registered as a securities broker dealer with the SEC and FINRA. Syndicated Capital Inc. is a corporation based in California. Lloyd McAdams, an executive officer of Syndicated Capital, is the company chairman and is the chairman of another investment advisor called Pacific Income Advisors. 
 
Syndicated Capital has a material affiliation with another investment company called Pacific Income Advisors. This company has investment advisor status and offers financial planning to its clients. Pacific Income also offers mutual funds that concentrate on short term and intermediate investment objectives. The affiliation is simple in that both companies share the same chairman. J. Lloyd McAdams is both the chairman of Syndicated Capital and Pacific Income Advisors. J. Lloyd McAdams is also a general partner in a private fund called Santa Monica Partners Fund LP. This fund has nothing to do Syndicated Capital's operations or business. It only has J. Lloyd McAdams in common.

Syndicated Capital puts the client first in all situations and transactions. We have implemented a system of checks and balances to be sure the client receives the best possible price and attention for their securities transactions. As a company we will provide a client with any documentation they request including our company's code of ethics, which we have willing supplied in the past. All investment prospects must be reviewed and approved by the compliance department before they can become clients of the firm. This process implicates a check to see if there are any conflicts of interest between the client and the advisor. If nothing is found the application is approved and an OSJ principal signs off on it. Advisors are forced to understand and follow industry regulations pertaining to trading for client accounts. Also they are restricted from holding joint accounts with clients as well as sharing of profits for trades done in client accounts. Restrictions are mirrored from FINRA regulations and every branch office is reviewed annually by a compliance principal to be sure advisor activities are up to par and no conflicts of interest, between advisor and client, exist. This is enforced through firm continued education done on a yearly basis as well as daily trade blotter review by the compliance department.

Advisors who have client authorization will be allowed determine the security to be bought or sold, the quantity to be bought or sold, and the commission to be charged. These transactions do not have to be individually solicited to the clients once the advisory agreement is signed and valid. By signing the agreement the client has given the advisor the authorization to use their discretion to invest monies based on clients investment needs. Again this discretion includes security to be bought or sold, the quantity, and commissions to be charged, if applicable. As stated above the commissions charged, if applicable, will be based on industry standards relative to the time taken to research the security, assess if suitable, and other needed consideration to be certain the transaction is within the guidelines of the client's investment needs. There are no limits to authority in terms of discretion being exercised except for the fact the only broker dealer to be used, without client consent, is Syndicated Capital's broker dealer . All transactions MUST fall under the umbrella of the advisor's fiduciary responsibility to the client. These activities are regulated and monitored daily by our compliance department. Every trade done using discretion is approved on that day. If is not approved the client will be made whole and the firm will rectify the trade internally.  
 
To be clear Syndicated Capital has the authority to determine the securities to be bought or sold, the amount of securities to be bought or sold, the broker dealer to be used (only if it is Syndicated Capital acting as the broker dealer), and the commissions rates to be paid. 
 
 
We are also a broker dealer and we have discretion to use our broker dealer services when executing trades, pricing securities, and commissions. This is made clear to client when they sign a new account application and we only have discretion to use our broker dealer. An advisor could not use another broker dealer, other than Syndicated Capital, to execute a transaction without the client and Firm's consent. 
 
There are not many factors that go into selecting brokers for our advisory platform. There is only one choice and that is our company Syndicated Capital's broker/dealer side. All clients that will hold discretionary accounts will also have to understand trades will be executed through Syndicated Capital's broker dealer and its clearing firm. The reasonableness of commissions for the firm is stated above.
