Sources of information include but are not limited to business and trade publications, newspapers,
brokerage firm economic, political, industry and company analytical reports, company reports to
shareholders and other information. Additionally, investment sources and publications by Standard &
Poor's, Moody's, Value Line, Dow Jones, and others are consulted. Meetings, web casts, corresponding
with other portfolio analysts, as well as communicating with various company officers is helpful. As these
are studied my opinions about trends and which securities are undervalued and overvalued are formulated.

Investment Strategies:

After selecting securities which, by judgment, are undervalued and considered attractive for investment
action, purchases are made. Sale considerations are the opposite. Naturally if a security has risen prior to
becoming a long term capital gain for tax purposes the security may be held until the long term capital gain
holding period is complete. This will depend on the judgment of the circumstances, however.

Commission rates will be at the discount available considering the amount of commission volume and the quality of service.  If the account is small and the client is best served by using a brokerage firm custody account then it would be expected that firm would get higher degree of directed business or fee to compensate for custody service.   In all cases Advisor will make best effort to balance cost of commissions with the quality of service for the client.   No soft dollar agreements are in place since I pay for all the research we use such as Value Line, Standard & Poor's, Commerce Clearing House, internet research and other subscriptions.  
As I said in Item 5.E.2," While I am not affiliated with any broker, some brokerage firms provide services and are willing to accept our limited power of attorney which places responsibility of keeping assets at arms length from advisor which we consider important.  Additionally these brokers provide discounted commissions and good executions.   It is these firms we recommend to clients."  
 
	Text13: We review client accounts on a continuing basis with more detailed analysis when we feel it is needed.
Quarterly we provide clients written reports including reconciling of their custody account which is held by a brokerage firm or bank trust department.  Our reports review how the account has progressed versus  indexes, how much the client has withdrawn and spent on other things, provide an economic and market outlook as I see it and ask for any questions the client may have.  We do call and meet with clients to discuss progress and changes that seem appropriate.  Clients call and ask for cash or charitable contributions be made from time to time.  At those times, not less than quarterly, we focus on the progress of each account and adjust where it appears appropriate.  Should I note a stock value has a significant change, a prompting analysis report or news or market reaction at anytime we focus on those holdings and see what appears to be the best course of action.   We utilize a model which determines potential values and then judge if we should purchase the issues that rank high and sell those that rank low.   Of course, my personal judgement may out weigh the results of the model particularly for issues that have been struggling to recover and appear to have the potential to do so.   In those cases, particularly when the cost basis is low, we hold the issue.  
	Text14: We do not compensate for client referrals nor accept other compensation for referrals.  
	Text15: All client assets are held by either a brokerage firm or a bank trust department.   I do not have custody of client funds and make a special effort to get the client to direct the bank or broker custodian to prohibit me or anyone associated with my firm to have access to client funds or assets.   We do invoice the custodian for our fees which details the assets and the fee calculations with a copy to each client when we send the clients our quarterly reports.  This is appropriate and not considered custody of client funds according to the SEC rules.   The custodians send reports to the clients monthly if there are transactions or always at least quarterly.   I refer to these in my quarterly reports explaining any difference which may be a minor rounding or later pricing after the market closes problem.  The client is encouraged to compare reports and ask questions.  My pricing is based on market close prices which is usually the same.   
 
	Text16: Some years ago I structured our limited power of attorney when dealing with custodians using language I found in an SEC letter ruling.   I have found some brokerage firms but no banks object to the language in the limited power of attorney because it clearly puts responsibly in the brokerage firm or bank custodian to keep client assets separate from the Investment Advisor or any Investment Advisor associates.   I feel it keeps both my clients and me safe from any conflicts since it prohibits Investment Advisor possession of client assets in clear and detailed language.  
 
The language of “Daniel H. Renberg & Associates, Inc.” letter ruling dated September 15, 1982  clarifies how an investment advisor is not in possession of a clients assets.  Among other things such as trading, corporate changes, disbursements only in the client's behalf, it permits investment advisory fees be paid from the client's custody account.   This does not cause the investment advisor to be considered to have possession of client assets.  
 
During 1986 I wrote the SEC's Ms. Susan Hart, Asst. General Counsel about this letter ruling.   Then I called Ms. Angela Hall, Attorney with SEC Investment Management and she told me I could rely on the Renberg letter.   The rules have not changed relating to the payment of investment advisory fees.  
 
I have the client sign the letter of limited power of attorney to the custodian concurrent with setting up the account.   We get the custodian to accept it in writing 
 
When we set up the account we also develop a written investment objective to which both the client and I agree.   Periodically we may adjust that investment objective if conditions change.  
 
 
 
	Text17: During the first quarter report I remind clients that they are receiving and should vote the proxies if they wish to do so.   The following is what I put in their reports.   So I do not vote client proxies.  The custodians send the proxies to the clients.  
 
"Concerning proxy voting, our policy is generally to vote with management except in cases where we think management is asking for too much.  Your interest and mine are consistent in my opinion because our desire is for improving the value of our holdings.  Anytime you wish to discuss a vote on an issue please let me know.  I am always pleased for you to vote your proxies and appreciate your help.  The SEC is trying to encourage owners of securities to stay aware of corporate issues and participate by voting their proxies should they wish to do so.  In my opinion, this is a good thing."
