	0: Registrant provides investment advice and management to individually managed accounts.  Registrant holds a limited power of attorney to act on a discretionary basis with client funds.  Client funds are held in a brokerage account, mutual fund custodial account, or a corporate custodial account.  Compensation provided to Registrant is negotiable and varies, but typically consists of the following:  



Annual Fee:  Fees are negotiable and generally range from 1% per year for very large or less active accounts.  Most clients pay 2% per year.  



Fees are generally payable either quarterly or monthly in arrears based on the net market value of the client's account at the close of the market on the date the fee accrues and becomes payable. 



Performance Fees:  Registrant may receive a negotiated performance fee from individually managed accounts. Performance fees and allocations are assessed in arrears at the end of the clients' management years, and are only applied to the portions of profits that exceed the cumulative losses previously incurred by or allocated to the clients.  Registrant complies with Rule 205-3 under the Investment Advisers Act of 1940, as amended, to the extent required by such Act.  



Additional Expenses:  When clients of Registrant invest in mutual funds, such funds may charge management fees, expenses and other costs that are in addition to fees charged by Registrant.  Such clients are therefore paying two levels of management fees as well as fund expenses.  Certain funds also charge fees on transactions and upon termination in some circumstances.

Clients that use Trust Company of America as custodian are charged an additional $20.00 per month.  Registrant uses this revenue to pay for custodial services and back office expenses. 

Registrant believes that its fees are competitive with those fees charged by other investment advisers for comparable services;  comparable services may be available, however, from other sources for lower fees than those charged by Registrant.  

Minimum Investment:  Registrant generally requires minimums of $20,000 to open an individually managed account, but reserves the right to waive these minimums.   



Managed Stock Accounts:  

Registrant creates and manages strategies for the purpose of managing assets in order to produce certain risk and reward characteristics.  Although there is no guarantee that any given strategy will be successful, Registrant attempts to match a a given client's risk/reward tolerance to a strategy that in the past has exhibited a satisfactory investment profile.  To determine selected strategy, Registrant computes historical maximum and average risk draw downs and computes units of return per 

units of average risk exposure.  The question for each investor is, "Can I withstand the average and maximum risk levels that are a part of a given strategy?"  Both the Registrant and the client must realize that there is no certainty that any given stratgegy will be successful.  A strategy may result in losses rather than gains.  Registrant attempts to counter risk through diversification and daily asset monitoring with a plan for risk control.  If given strategy's profile changes negatively, Registrant will make modifications in an attempt to keep the strategy current with existing stock market conditions.  Certain managed stock accounts are labeled active asset managed accounts.  These accounts attempt to keep assets with high relative strength and seed out poorly performing assets that may not represent high value.

	Text15: No load mutual funds may be utilized when Registrant determines that a very specific type of investment would be best employed by an open-end investment company.  An example would be a hard currency money market fund or a foreign securities fund.  A specialized no load fund may be used for a hedge during declining stock or bond markets.  A fund that is designed to rise when the S&P 500 index or bond markets decline may be utilized in an attempt to cushon portfolio erosion during a period of generally declining prices.  When mutual funds are used the mutual fund charges management fees and expenses which are paid by the client in addition to the fees paid to Registrant.  

Clients with specific requests as to the classifications of securities used to manage their account should make the request to Registrant in writing.  If no such request is received, Registrant will use any and all types of securities which Registrant determines are suitable for accounts seeking maximum capital appreciation.  

Active Asset Stock Strategies.  Clients using Trust Company of America as a custodian may choose to participate in Registrant's active asset strategies.  These accounts are actively managed on a day-to-day basis.  It should be anticipated that asset turnover will be exceptionally high, resulting in a higher proportion of short-term gains and losses and a higher trading cost.  Accounts generally are charged six cents per share for transactions and a small posting charge by the trust company as well.

The Active Asset Strategies are designed to meet a growth investor's objective for return versus risk.  There is, of course, no assurance that a client's objectives will be met or that the end result will be a gain rather than a loss.

Managed High Income Securities:

Registrant's strategies for high income are designed similarly to Registrant's managed stock accounts with the exception that they may be less diversified and therefore have a high risk profile in the event of an unanticipated risk in a particular security. 

This type of a risk can result in a lack of liquidity as all the owners of a particular security become appraised of a negative issue at the same time.  Registrant recommends that high income managed accounts represent only a portion of a client's investable funds to more properly diversify.

Managed Mutual Fund Advisory Services:

Registrant offers a service that manages mutual funds, variable annuities and variable life accounts for individuals and qualified plan participants.  Registrant creates and manages strategies that are designed to produce certain risk and reward characteristics.  Registrant helps its clients to determine their investment objectives in terms of time frame and risk and reward

profile.  Registrant's clients then select specific strategies that are designed to match the profile selected.  Registrant computes historical maximum and average risk draw downs and computes units of return per units of average risk exposure.  

Each investor is asked, "Can I withstand the average and maximum risk levels that are anticipated?"  Both the Registrant and the client must realize that there is no certainty that any given strategy will be successful.  A strategy may result in losses rather than gains.  The investor focused on the long term generally has better odds of success.  Registrant attempts to counter risk through diversification and daily asset monitoring with a plan for risk control.  If a given strategy's profile changesnegatively, Registrant will make modifications in an attempt to keep the strategy with existing stock market conditions.

Certain mutual fund managed accounts are labeled, "Active Asset Managed".  These accounts attempt to keep funds that are out performing over the short term and weed out poorly performing mutual funds. The result is a high level of transactions and the possibility of short term gains and losses that could result in higher taxation.

Advice rendered will also encompass recommendations on matters not involving securities; generally, these include insurance and estate planning advice.  Clients

are invoiced after services have been rendered at $250.00 per hour.

Registrant and/or its officers or employees may personally invest in the same securities that are purchased for clients and it/they may own securities of issuers whose securities are subsequently purchased for clients.  Except as described below in Items 12 and 13 regarding aggregating securities transactions, if an issue is purchased or sold for clients and Registrant and/or its employees at the same time, either the clients and Registrant and/or its officers or employees shall pay or receive 

the same price, or the clients shall receive the more favorable price.  Registrant and/or its officers or employees may also buy or sell a specific security for its/their own account based on personal investment considerations aside from company or industry fundamentals, which Registrant does not deem appropriate to buy or sell for clients.  



For discretionary accounts, Registrant has complete discretion over the selection and amount of securities to be bought or sold without obtaining specific client consent.  Because Registrant engages in an investment advisory business and manages more than one account, there may be conflicts of interest over Registrant's time devoted to managing any one account and the allocation of investment opportunities among all accounts managed by Registrant.    Registrant will attempt to resolve all such conflicts in a manner that is generally fair to all of its clients.  Generally, accounts that are over-weighted or less diversified will be sold first.  Registrant's own accounts and employee accounts holding the security will be sold last.  If Registrant purchases a small capitalization stock or an issue that is in short supply, Registrant generally allocates such securities first to accounts with large cash positions and second to accounts which require more diversification.  Registrant may give advice and take action with respect to any of its clients that may differ from advice given or the timing or nature of action taken with respect to any particular client so long as it is Registrant's policy, to the extent practicable, to allocate investment opportunities over a period of time on a fair and equitable basis relative to other clients.  Registrant is not obligated to acquire for any account any security that Registrant or its officers or employees may acquire for its or their own accounts or for the account of any other client, if in the absolute, discretion of Registrant, it is not practical or desirable to acquire a position in such security for that account.

	Text21: Registrant also generally has complete discretion over the selection of the broker to be used and the commission rates to be paid.  In selecting a broker for any transaction or series of transactions, Registrant may consider a number of factors, including, for example, net price, reputation, financial strength and stability, efficiency of execution and error resolution, block trading and block positioning capabilities, willingness to execute related or unrelated difficult transactions in the future, order of

call, offering to Registrant on-line access to computerized data regarding clients' accounts, the availability of stocks to borrow for short trades and other matters involved in the receipt of brokerage services generally.



Registrant may pay a brokerage commission in excess of that which another broker/dealer might charge for effecting the same transaction in recognition of the value of the brokerage, research and other services and soft dollar relationships.  In such a case, however, Registrant determines in good faith that such commission is reasonable in relation to the value of brokerage, research and other services and soft dollar relationships provided by such broker/dealer, viewed in terms of either the specific transaction of Registrant's overall responsibilities to the portfolios over which Registrant exercises investment authority.  It should be noted, however, that one account may pay higher brokerage commissions than are otherwise available, while the research and other benefits resulting from the brokerage relationship would benefit all accounts managed by Registrant or Registrant's operations as a whole.  



Registrant  may aggregate securities sale and purchase orders for a client with similar orders being made contemporaneously for other accounts managed by Registrant or with accounts of affiliates of Registrant.  In such event, the average price of all securities purchased or sold in such transactions may be determined and a client may be charged or credited, as the case may be, the average transaction price.  As a result, however, the price may be less favorable to the client than it would be if similar transactions were not being executed concurrently for other accounts.  

If a client directs Registrant to use a specific broker, Registrant has not negotiated the terms and conditions (including, but not limited to, commission rates) relating to the services provided by such broker; Registrant does not have any responsibility for obtaining for the client from any such broker the best prices or particular commission rates with or through any such broker, and the client may not obtain rates as low as it might otherwise obtain if Registrant has discretion to select broker/dealers other than those chosen by the client.  



Registrant may direct a certain amount of brokerage to a broker in return for the broker's referral of prospective clients.  The direction of brokerage to a broker in exchange for investor referrals creates a conflict of interest in that Registrant has an incentive to refer its clients' brokerage business to brokers to which it might not otherwise direct its brokerage transactions.  

Registrant understands, however, and scrupulously complies with its fiduciary obligations to its advisory clients.  Registrant regularly reviews the commission rates paid by its advisory clients to determine that they are competitive with commissions paid by clients of investment advisers that provide services similar to Registrant.  Registrant may also employ solicitors to whom it pays cash or a portion of the advisory fees paid by clients referred to it by those solicitors.  In such cases, this practice is disclosed in writing to the client and Registrant complies with the other requirements of Rule 206(4)-3 under the 

Investment Advisers Act of 1940, as amended.
