The Code provides guidance to employees regarding standards of business conduct, 

participation in outside business activities, gifts and grants given and/or received, policies 

regarding the prevention of insider trading, and personal securities transaction reporting 

procedures.  On an annual basis, the Code of Ethics is reviewed and endorsed by each 

employee.

In general, the Applicant will utilize the broker or dealer 

offering the best price or execution.  If a client directs that a particular broker or dealer be used 

to effect a transaction, the Applicant will follow the client’s direction.  However, in such a 

case, the Applicant will make no determination as to quality or price of execution of the 

transaction and will disclose that use of directed brokers may result in the client not obtaining 

the best execution. 
 

In general, the Applicant does not suggest brokers to clients.  If a client asks for a broker 

recommendation, the Applicant will suggest more than one broker, describing their reputation 

for execution, products, services, research and price competitiveness.  

 

The Applicant seeks the “best execution” on each transaction.  Best execution entails the 

efficient placement of orders, clearance, settlement and overall execution quality as well as the 

price obtained in the transaction.  As part of its effort to obtain best execution, the Applicant 

may aggregate orders for several clients (a practice known as bunching).  Each client that 

participates in a bunched order will pay or receive the same purchase/sale price. 

 

UCM does not have soft dollar arrangements.  UCM may receive research from 

broker/dealers. 

 

Research services and products received by broker/dealers include publications or reports 

identifying the value and advisability of specific securities.
