AMI Asset Management Corporation  ("AMI") manages investment accounts for clients ("Portfolio Management") utilizing stocks and/or other investment vehicles. AMI applies a long-term investment 
philosophy, and provides individual advice based on each client's financial situation, investment
objectives and risk tolerance.  
 
When a new investment account is opened, AMI conducts an initial interview and assists the client in completing a data gathering questionnaire to determine the client's financial situation, investment objectives and risk tolerance. AMI creates an investment plan based upon the results of this information, and reviews the proposed investment plan with the client prior to implementing the plan. AMI manages all client accounts on a discretionary basis in accordance with the terms of the investment plan approved by the client. AMI may occasionally, upon request of a client, include in an investment account securities held by a client that will not be managed by AMI, but which will be included in the client's periodic account reports regarding the investment account. 
 
AMI will request each client on a quarterly basis to contact AMI if there have been any changes in the client's financial situation or investment objectives, or if the client desires to impose or modify any account trading restrictions. AMI will request to meet at least annually with a client to review the client's current financial circumstances and investment goals, in order to determine if any changes are appropriate in the investment plan. It is the client's responsibility to notify AMI of any changes that occur in the client's financial needs or circumstances that may require a change in the investment plan. Client may call during normal business hours to discuss directly with their personal AMI Advisory representative their investment account, financial situation, or investment needs. Client will receive monthly statements regarding transactions and holdings in their investment account directly from their independent account custodian. In addition, clients will receive from AMI a quarterly performance report regarding their investment account.  
 
AMI and its principals perform investment advisory services for various clients and AMI may give advice, make recommendations and take action with respect to other clients that may be similar to or different from that given to Client. AMI will allocate investment opportunities over a period of time on a fair and equitable basis relative to all clients. Such allocations shall be on such basis as AMI determines to be reasonable, including a determination that some clients may not purchase or sell the same securities at the same time as others. Client acknowledges that AMI and its principals, employees and affiliates may purchase or sell securities for their own accounts and that AMI shall not have any obligation to purchase or sell, or to recommend for purchase or sale, for the Account any securities that AMI, its principals, employees or affiliates may purchase or sell for its or their own accounts or for the account of any other client. 
 
There are a few accounts at AMI that are non-discretionary accounts. Upon the client's request, these accounts are held at AMI solely for reporting purposes. AMI has no discretionary investment authority on these specific accounts, and would not be obligated to provide advice or investment management services concerning such accounts.

The portfolio management fee is for advisor services only and do not include any transaction fees or commissions charged by the account broker or any other charges, which are payable separately by the client.  
 
Portfolio Management fees are payable quarterly in arrears. The first payment is assessed and due at the end of the first calendar quarter that the account is opened, subject to pro rata adjustment based upon the number of days the account is open during the quarter. Subsequent payments are assessed and due on the first day of each calendar quarter for the prior quarter based on the value of the
account assets  as of the close of business on the last business day of the prior quarter. The portfolio management fee is subject to pro rata adjustment for additions and withdrawals greater than $10,000 made to the account during any quarter. All fees are deducted directly from the client's account by the account  custodian. Clients will receive monthly or quarterly statements from the account custodian that state the amount of fees paid to AMI. Client should be aware of their responsibility to verify the accuracy of AMI's fees, as the custodian will not determine whether the fee has been properly calculated. 
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	Text17: Fees may be negotiable (higher or lower) based on such factors as complexity, portfolio size, or other
special circumstance. Client may negotiate a fixed fee for on-going Portfolio Management services. 
 
To the extent that a client's account includes investments in mutual funds or money market funds,
such investments are also subject to management fees, transactions costs, 12b-1 fees and other fees 
and expenses as described in each fund's prospectus.
 
The client may terminate the Agreement without penalty within five business days of execution of the Agreement. After the first five days, either party may terminate the Agreement on thirty (30) days prior written notice. If termination occurs prior to the end of a billing period, the client will be invoiced for fees due on a pro-rata basis. 
 
 
Methods of Analysis, Sources of Information and Investment Strategies 
 
We utilize fundamental analysis and look at the long-term asset allocation objectives of the client. 
 
On occasion, AMI may, subject to all of the provisions of the Investment Advisory Agreement signed  by each client, execute transactions for two or more of its clients whereby AMI has clients both buying and selling the same security on the same day (commonly known as "cross transactions").

AMI requires advisory representatives to have accounting, finance, economic or related discipline as an educational and/or business background. Some advisory representatives of AMI have earned the CPA designation.

Other Business Activities 
 
Some of the advisory representatives of AMI are licensed certified public accountants affiliated with Tanner, Mainstain, Blatt & Glynn ("TMBG"). These advisory representatives are primarily engaged in the accounting business through TMBG.
 
Some of the advisory representatives of AMI are also shareholders and CPAs for the accounting firm TMBG. Clients of AMI may often be existing clients of the accounting firm, although clients of either company are not obligated to use the services of the other firm. 
 
Participation in or Interest in Client Transactions
 
At times AMI and/or its advisory representatives may take positions in the same securities as clients, but any trading by AMI or its advisory representatives will generally be "last in" and "last out" for the trading day when trading occurs in close proximity to client trades. Scalping (trading shortly ahead of clients) is prohibited by AMI. 
 
Our policy is that the interests  of our clients take precedence over our personal interests, and the interests of our affiliates, employees and representatives. Accordingly, our personnel will disclose any material relationships that we and/or they may have with respect to any investment recommended to clients. In addition, we will make our recommendations in a manner that is suitable for each of our clients based on their personal financial circumstances and investment goals. Our personnel will not purchase or sell securities for their own accounts if the transaction will disadvantage clients in any way.
 
While individual client advice is provided each account, client trades may be executed as a block trade.  
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	Text23: Only accounts held in the custody of the same broker would have the opportunity to participate in 
aggregated securities transactions. All advisory accounts will participate in an aggregated order at the
average share price. The aggregation should, on average, reduce slightly the costs of execution, and the Advisor will not aggregate a client's order if in a particular instance the Advisor believes that aggregation would cause the client's cost of execution to be increased.
 
Code of Ethics
 
AMI has a Code of Ethics that is designed to comply with Rule 204A-1 under the Investment Advisers Act of 1940. AMI values its firm's reputation and always strives to uphold the principles of honesty, integrity and professionalism. The Code of Ethics consists of certain core principles included, but not limited to: a) AMI has a fiduciary duty to place the interests of its clients ahead of the firm and its employees' interests at all times; b) officers and employees will not take inappropriate advantage of their positions; c) information concerning client investments will be kept confidential; and d) employees will provide professional investment management advice based upon unbiased independent judgment.
 
AMI and its employees are required to comply with applicable federal securities laws. AMI will not induce trading in a client's account that is excessive in size or frequency in view of the financial resources and character of the account. AMI will place discretionary orders only after obtaining clients' authorization as evidenced by the Client Agreement. AMI will not borrow money or securities from, or lend money or securities to, a client. AMI will not place orders for clients, or recommend that clients place an order, or purchase or sell a security through a broker/dealer or agent, or engage the services of a broker/dealer, agent or investment adviser, not licensed under the states we provide investment advice in. AMI will not guarantee a client that a specific result will be achieved. 
 
AMI strictly prohibits their employees from trading for their own accounts, or accounts of their clients, friends, family or relatives while in possession of material non-public information. AMI also strictly prohibits employees from communicating any non-public information to other persons, other than AMI personnel involved in the matter who have a need to know such information and the firm's outside advisers retained to handle the matter. 
 
AMI requires all of its employees to report their personal securities trading and holdings. AMI requires pre-clearance on all personal trades of employees and family members defined as dependent children, spouse or dependent parents. All trades are required to be submitted in writing to the compliance officer for approval before trades can be placed. All investments held by employees need to be on the  
AMI core holdings list or an exception needs to be granted by the compliance officer. If approval is given to an investment not on the AMI core holdings list, AMI will not purchase the investment for at
least three (3) months from the date of the approval. A list of those investments will be given to Chris

In accordance with rule 206(4)-5 of the Investment Advisers Act of 1940, AMI seeks to curtail investment adviser participation in pay-to-play practices by restraining political contributions, prohibiting the solicitation of political contributions and prohibiting the use of particular third party solicitors.  
 
AMI will provide any client or prospective client a copy of the Code of Ethics upon request. 
 
Conditions for Managing Accounts 
 
AMI may open an account of any size in the Portfolio Management program. AMI recommends a minimum account size of $500,000 for large cap and bond portfolios. AMI recommends a minimum account size of $250,000 for small cap portfolios.   AMI may assess a minimum fee of $5,000 per annum for large cap and bond portfolios, which may be waived by AMI. AMI will not in any event charge a fee of more than 2% for managing an account. The minimum fee can be waived for existing clients or based on other factors. 
 
Investment Authority
 
AMI has discretionary authority to determine all securities to be bought or sold in client advisory accounts, consistent with the terms of the client's investment plan and any written restrictions on investments provided to AMI by the client. 
 
Brokerage Recommendations
 
Clients may select their own securities broker for execution of trades and custodial services, at commission rates and charges negotiated by clients directly with the broker. 
 
AMI recommends that clients establish brokerage accounts with the Schwab Institutional division of Charles Schwab & Co. ("Schwab"), a registered broker-dealer, Member SIPC, to maintain custody of clients' assets and to effect trades for the investment accounts managed by AMI. AMI is independently
owned and operated and not affiliated with Schwab. Schwab provides AMI with access to its institutional trading and custody services, which are typically not available to Schwab retail investors. 
These services generally are available to independent investment advisors on an unsolicited basis, at no charge to them so long as a total of at least $10 million of the advisor's clients' assets are 
maintained in accounts at Schwab Institutional, and are not otherwise contingent upon AMI committing
to Schwab any specific amount of business (assets in custody or trading). Schwab's services include
brokerage, custody, research and access to investments that are otherwise generally available only to institutional investors or would require a significantly higher minimum initial investment. For AMI's
client accounts maintained in its custody, Schwab generally  does not charge separately for custody
but is compensated by account holders through commissions or other transaction-related fees for
securities trades that are executed through Schwab or that settle into Schwab accounts.  
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	Text29: Schwab also makes available to AMI other products and services that benefit AMI but may not benefit its clients' accounts. Some of these other products and services assist AMI in managing and administering clients' accounts. These include software and other technology that provide access to client account data (such as trade confirmations and account statements), facilitate trade execution (and allocation of aggregated trade orders for multiple client accounts), provide research, pricing information and other market data and facilitate payment of AMI's fees from its clients' accounts. Many
of these services generally may be used to service all or a substantial number of AMI's accounts, including accounts not maintained at Schwab Institutional. Schwab Institutional also makes available to AMI other services intended to help AMI manage and further develop its business enterprise. These services may include consulting, publications and conferences on practice management, information technology, business succession, regulatory compliance, and marketing. In addition, Schwab may make available, arrange and/or pay for these types of services rendered to AMI by independent third parties. Schwab Institutional may discount or waive fees it would otherwise charge for some of these services or pay all or a part of the fees of a third-party providing these services to AMI. While as a fiduciary, AMI endeavors to act in its clients' best interests, AMI's recommendation that clients maintain their assets in accounts at Schwab may be based in part on the benefit to AMI of the availability of some of the foregoing products and services and not solely on the nature, cost or quality of custody and brokerage services provided by Schwab, which may create a potential conflict of interest. 
 
AMI has a soft dollar arrangement with the Schwab Institutional division under which AMI receives a credit for the  maintenance of its website, including functions on the website used by clients to access their account data. AMI also receives a credit from Schwab for the purchase of research services, including Thomson Financial's Thomson One Analytics, used by AMI to conduct investment research. AMI has no obligation to Schwab as a result of the soft dollar arrangements and there are no particular procedures used by AMI to direct client transactions to Schwab. The website and research received by AMI may be used to service all of AMI's clients, not just those accounts that designate Schwab as broker.
 
AMI recommends that clients use Schwab as broker for their investment accounts because AMI has evaluated Schwab and believes that Schwab will provide clients with a blend of execution services, commission costs and professionalism that will assist AMI in obtaining best execution for transactions. While AMI has a reasonable belief that Schwab is able to obtain best execution and competitive 
prices, AMI will not independently seek best execution price capability through other broker dealers.
AMI does not require that clients use Schwab for their accounts, and the client is free to select any 
broker whose execution systems are compatible with AMI's systems. In directing the use of the
broker, clients should understand that AMI will not have authority to negotiate commissions or obtain 
volume discounts, and best execution may not be achieved. In addition, a disparity in commission charges my exist between the commissions charged to other clients. 
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	Text31: Additional Compensation
 
AMI worked with SPT, a Schwab affiliate, to develop a website for the benefit of clients and prospects. In connection with the website, AMI received soft dollars from Schwab for certain setup and licensing requirements. AMI continues to receive soft dollars from Schwab for the maintenance of the website. AMI also receives soft dollars from Schwab to subsidize the cost of Thomson Financial's Thomson One Analytics service. This service is used for the benefit of all of our clients, including clients whose accounts are not held at Schwab, by enhancing our researching capabilities, as it provides access to proprietary research that would otherwise be unavailable to us. 
 
AMI may also receive soft dollars from Capital Institutional Services (CAPIS) for products such as the Bloomberg Financial Markets & Exchange and other research services. 
 
Referral Fees Paid 
 
AMI may compensate individuals for client referrals. All solicitor agreements are in compliance with the Investment Advisors Act of 1940 Section 275.206(4)-3. In addition, all applicable federal and state laws will also be observed.
