The Registrant shall continue to render advisory services to the client relative to the ongoing monitoring and review of account performance, for which the Registrant shall receive an annual advisory fee which is based upon a percentage of the market value of the assets being managed by FTJ FundChoice.  Factors that the Registrant shall consider in recommending FTJ FundChoice include the client's stated investment objective(s), management style, performance, reputation, financial strength, reporting, pricing, and research.  The investment management fees charged by FTJ FundChoice, are exclusive of, and in addition to, the Registrant's investment advisory fee set forth above.  In addition to the Registrant's written disclosure statement, the client shall also receive the written disclosure statement of FTJ FundChoice.
