HWCP is adopting the Asset Manager Code Of Professional Conduct as published by the CFA Institute in its entirety.  The Code is a fully encompassing document that governs all aspects of the investment management relationship between investment advisory providers and clients.  The Code sets forth a standard of business conduct that fulfills the objectives of Sections 204A, 204-2, and 206 of the Investment Advisor Act of 1940.  See the HWCP web site for CFA Institute Disclaimer.
 
The five main areas of very broad application that govern asset managers who adopt the Code in its entirety are:  1. Loyalty To Clients, 2. Investment Process & Actions, 3. Trading, 4. Compliance & Support, and 5. Performance & Valuation.
 
All current and prospective clients will be provided upon request with a copy of the Asset Manager Code Of Professional Conduct as adopted by HWCP.  A copy of the Asset Manager Code Of Professional Conduct will be attached to all Investment Advisory agreements for new clients.
 
HWCP requires a minimum investment of $250,000 to establish an initial account.  The minimum level is negotiable on a case by case basis subject to approval by the Managing Member of HWCP.
 
 
Subject to formally agreed upon written authorization, HWCP has full discretion over the type and amount of any securities to be bought or sold, over the selection of the broker to be utilized for any transactions, and the commission rates charged by brokers in the execution of those transactions.
 
HWCP selects brokers for trade execution primarily on the basis of lowest transaction costs.  HWCP does NOT and will NOT pay for broker oriented research or any other broker delivered services and only compensates brokers for their transaction capabilities.  Transaction costs are defined to include both execution impact and trading commission.
 
HWCP does NOT and will NOT enter into soft dollar arrangements with any third party.  HWCP does NOT and will NOT accept directed broker requests from clients given the unique characteristics of the HWCP portfolio rebalancing strategy.
 
Custodians and/or investment administrators are chosen primarily on the basis of lowest overall costs relative to services provided.  The investment strategy of HWCP requires highly sophisticated portfolio rebalancing activities on a periodic basis and not all custodians have the requisite capabilities to make this possible on a cost effective basis.
 
Periodic rebalancing trades on client accounts are conducted to the greatest extent possible as universal rebalances.  As such, HWCP pools all trades and allocates them across all accounts in an appropriate pro rata fashion.  In this way commission charges and portfolio impact can be kept to a minimum, all else being equal.
